If the provided plug
does not fit into your outlet, consult an electrician for replacement.

For the installation process, remove the sunscreen cover as needed.
Remove the moisture absorber packet from the camera’s control panel. Use the T-10 star wrench included with
the camera to open the control panel.
Install the new moisture packet in the camera’s control panel.
» a. Remove the moisture absorber packet from the packaging.

« b. Place the moisture absorber packet under the camera’s SD card slot.



NOTE: The camera will generate enough heat to dry moisture during operation. In cases where the
camera can experience a moisture issue, keep the moisture absorber in the camera. The moisture
absorber has an approximately 6-month life cycle.
WARNING: Install the moisture absorber when mounting the camera. The moisture absorber prevents
moisture buildup inside the camera’s housing, which may cause image performance issues and damage
the camera.

4. Using the mounting template or the camera itself, mark and drill the necessary holes in the wall or ceiling.

Resetting the camera: With the camera powered ON, hold press the reset button on the external control panel

for five (5) seconds to initiate a camera-wide reset of all the settings, including network settings.

Cables over g5.5mm in
thickness should use the white rubber ring.

NOTE: To ensure moisture seal, make sure the o-ring d is in place between ¢ and e. In extreme environments,
use of an outdoor-rated sealer is recommended.



INSTALLING THE CAMERA

1. Mount the camera to the mounting surface and secure using the screws and anchors included. If you are
mounting the camera directly on the mounting surface, with no mounting accessory, remove the rubber plug on
the side of the camera’s bracket and use the gap as a cable guide.

NOTE: When setting up the camera for the first time, use the CALIBRATE button on the camera’s web GUI to
auto-calibrate the camera’s lens before operation.

2. Loosen the pan and tilt screws at the base of the camera’s bracket to adjust the camera’s view and position.

3. Remove the protective film from the lens cover. Softly wipe the dome/lens cover with lens tissue or a microfiber

cloth with ethanol to remove any dust or smudges left from the installation process.

MANAGING THE SD CARD (OPTIONAL)

1. Locate the SD card slot at the bottom of the camera by unscrewing the con cap.
2. Insert a class 10 SD/SDHC/SDXC card into the SD card slot by pressing the SD card until clicks.
3. Press the card inward until it clicks to release from the card slot then pull it out from the slot.

NOTE: Maximum SD Card size supported: Up to 1TB micro SD / FAT32. When inserting the SD card into the card
slot, the SD card’s contacts should be facing upward, as shown in the diagram.

« ¢. Enter admin/admin for the current username and password. Enter a new username and password to
the right.
Passwords must have a minimum of eight (8) characters and at least four (4) combinations of uppercase

and lowercase letters, numbers and special characters. Passwords cannot contain the user ID.

« d. Click “change” to apply all changes.

6. Select a camera from the list by double-clicking on the camera’s name or clicking on the ‘Click’ button. The pop-
up window will show the camera’s current network settings. Admin users can adjust the settings as needed.

7. To access the camera’s web page, click on the ‘Website’ button.
