In case your Akrapovi¢ exhaust system may not be used on certain roads
or under certain conditions, please keep the stock or other exhaust system that you can use in such
circumstances legally.

Installation

REMOVAL OF STOCK EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1. Put the motorcycle on a side stand, we recommend a central racing stand. Make sure, that surface is solid and
flat. Remove the Akrapovi€ Slip-On exhaust system off the motorcycle in reverse order, from the order in which
it was installed; check the Slip-On exhaust system installation manual for details.

2. Unscrew the marked bolts on both sides of the motorcycle and carefully remove the lower side parts of the

cowling off the motorcycle (F 01).
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CAUTION: be careful not to injure yourself or damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!

3. Detach the marked spring brackets, unscrew the marked bolts on both sides and carefully remove the central

stand off the motorcycle (F 02).

IMPORTANT: be careful not to injure yourself or damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!
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4. Detach the lambda sensor connectors from the brackets on both sides of the bike and cut the zip ties. Unscrew



the marked bolt and carefully remove the radiators’ bracket off the motorcycle (F 03).

IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the radiators or any other part of the motorcycle during this process!

5. Unscrew all four lambda sensors (F 04).

IMPORTANT: make sure not to damage the lambda sensors’ electrical leads during this process!

6. Unscrew the marked bolts and carefully move the right footrest out of the way (F 05).




IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the brake cylinder, brake lines or any other part of the motorcycle

during this process!

7. Unscrew marked bolt, remove the exhaust valve’s cover, unscrew the marked cables’ nuts and remove the
cables off the valve (F 06, 07).
IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!




8. Unscrew all flange nuts (F 08).

IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the radiators or any other part of the motorcycle during this process!
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9. Unscrew the marked bolt and carefully remove the stock exhaust off the motorcycle (F 09).
CAUTION: be careful not to injure yourself or damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!
IMPORTANT: support the headers during this process!



10. Unscrew the exhaust valve’s servo motor, undo the electrical connector and carefully remove the servo motor
with cables off the motorcycle (F 10, 11).
IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!

11. Unscrew the servo motor’s cover, remove the cables from the cover and the cable wheel off the servo motor (F
12, 13).

IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the servo motor during this process!

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12. Install the components from Akrapovi¢ installation kit onto the servo motor, as shown (F 14).

IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the servo motor during this process!

13. Install the servo motor limiter from Akrapovi¢ installation kit onto the servo motor as shown, and tighten it to the
specified torque (F 15).
IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the servo motor during this process!

14. Reinstall the cover and tighten the bolts to the specified torque (F 16).
IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the servo motor during this process!

15. Reconnect and reinstall the servo motor back onto the chassis (F 17, 18).
IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!INSTALLATION TIP:

check vehicle manufacturer manual for servo motor’s tightening torques!



INSTALLATION OF THE AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1. Set up and hand tighten the flanges together with the springs and sleeves onto the cylinder head, using stock

nuts; make sure you orient the flanges and springs as shown (F 19, 20).



IMPORTANT: do not fully tighten the flanges yet!
INSTALLATION TIP: use new stock exhaust port gaskets.

2. Unscrew the lambda sensor plugs from the collectors, mount the lambda sensor adaptors with gaskets from
Akrapovi¢ installation kit as shown, and tighten them to the specified torque (F 21, 22).
INSTALLATION TIP (for Titanium exhaust system only): coat the thread of the lambda sensor adaptors with

Akrapovi¢ ceramic anti-seizing grease (white tube).



3. Insert the headers into the sleeves, attach the springs and tighten the flanges to the specified torque (F 23).
IMPORTANT: before tightening the nuts, make sure, that springs pull the header tubes all the way into the
sleeves — use a rubber mallet if necessary to tap the connections into place!

IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the radiator or any other part of the motorcycle during this process!

4. Tighten both lambda sensors into the collectors, and mount the cables and connectors on both sides back in

place using the zip ties from Akrapovi¢ installation kit (F 24).

5. Reinstall the Akrapovi¢ Slip-On exhaust system using the short spring and clip nuts from Akrapovi¢ installation
kit; check the Slip-On exhaust system installation manual for details. Replace all dismounted stock parts in the
reverse order from the order in which they were removed. Check motorcycle manufacturer manual for correct
tightening torques (F 25, 26)

IMPORTANT: make sure not to damage any part of the exhaust system or motorcycle during this procedure!



FINAL INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE

Clean grease spots off all exhaust system surfaces, when installation is finished. Cleaning will prevent spots from
burning onto the surface. Do not use aggressive chemical cleaners, because they can damage the surface or
sticker.

1. Muffler — titanium outer sleeve: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40® or
equivalent)*.

2. Muffler — carbon-fiber outer sleeve: use a soft dry cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a
soft dry cloth.

3. Muffler — carbon-fiber outlet cap: use a soft dry cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a
soft dry cloth.

4. Painted mufflers and parts — use a soft cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry
cloth.

5. Chrome plated mufflers and parts: use a soft cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a soft
dry cloth.

6. Stainless steel pipes: use a soft cloth sprayed with a contact cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry cloth.

7. Titanium pipes: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40® or equivalent)*.



Periodically make sure all the bolts and springs are sufficiently tight.

« IMPORTANT: make sure all the bolts are sufficiently tightened. In case the exhaust system touches the
cowling or other parts repeat the adjustment of the exhaust system or contact your authorized dealer!

« CAUTION: after running engine for 30 minutes, retighten the bolts of the Akrapovi¢ carbon-fiber heat shield!

o INSTALLATION TIP: IT IS NORMAL IF WHITE SMOKE COMES OUT OF THE MUFFLER DURING THE
FIRST 100 KM AFTER REPLACEMENT.

o INSTALLATION TIP: A CHANGE IN THE COLOR OF THE EXHAUST SYSTEM IS NORMAL DUE TO THE
HIGH TEMPERATURES.

« CAUTION: DO NOT STAND BEHIND THE MUFFLER AT ANY TIME.

« IMPORTANT: DO NOT USE AUTOMOTIVE WHEEL CLEANERS OR ANY CLEANING PRODUCTS

« WHICH CONTAIN ACIDIC ADDITIVES TO CLEAN AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEMS.
