SETUP

2. Concert Hall

Enter the Concert Hall to experience recitals of nursery rhymes in various languages and baby-friendly
performances of classical music pieces.

MAINTENANCE

Disc Handling: Always hold the DVD by its edges to avoid fingerprints and scratches on the playing



surface.

Check the disc for scratches or smudges. Clean if necessary.

Ensure the disc is inserted correctly into the DVD player.

Try playing another DVD to confirm the player is functioning correctly.

No audio or video

Verify all cables (audio/video) are securely connected between the DVD
player and the TV.

Check the TV's input source selection.

Adjust the TV volume.

Ensure your DVD player remote control batteries are functional.

Refer to your DVD player's instruction manual for remote control operation.
