4. Snap Together Parts: Components are designed to snap securely onto the base grid. Align the metal
snaps and press firmly until they click into place. No tools are required for assembly.

Battery Care: Remove batteries from the battery holder if the kit will not be used for an extended period
to prevent leakage and corrosion.
