4. OPERATION

Brake Fluid Leaks: Puddles of brake fluid under the vehicle or visible leaks around the master cylinder indicate a
seal failure.

Hard Brake Pedal: While less common for master cylinder issues, a very hard pedal could indicate a problem with
the brake booster, which works in conjunction with the master cylinder.

Brake Warning Light: An illuminated brake warning light on your dashboard can signal low brake fluid or a pressure
differential issue, often related to the master cylinder.
