INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential information for the setup, operation, and maintenance of your INTEX Automatic Pool Cleaner.
Designed for effective and practical cleaning of above-ground pool bottoms, this hydraulic pressure robot utilizes your pump's flow to
navigate and clean. It features a rectangular 4-wheel base for movement and a pull-out dirt tank for debris collection.

SETUP

Proper setup is crucial for optimal performance. Ensure your filter pump has a flow rate between 5,678 to 5,248 GP (gallons per hour)
for efficient operation. The cleaner connects to the pump's discharge line, not the suction side.

1. Connect to Filter Pump: Attach the cleaner's hose (24.58 feet in length) to the pool inlet connector, which is typically connected to
your filter pump's discharge line.

2. Submerge Cleaner: Carefully lower the cleaner into the pool, ensuring all air is purged from the hose and the unit.

3. Hose Management: Keep the hose as straight as possible during operation to prevent tangling and ensure free movement of the
cleaner.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The Intex Automatic Pool Cleaner operates using hydraulic pressure from your pool pump. It is designed to move autonomously
across the pool bottom.

Automatic Movement: The rectangular 4-wheel base, with 2 static and 2 360-degree spinning wheels, facilitates movement
across the pool floor.

Cleaning Action: As the cleaner moves, its brushes agitate debris from the pool bottom, which is then drawn into the pull-out dirt
tank.

Optimal Performance: For best results, ensure the pool water is balanced and free of large debris that could obstruct the cleaner's
path or intake.



MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures the longevity and efficiency of your pool cleaner.

Dirt Tank Cleaning: The pull-out dirt tank should be cleaned regularly. To access, release the four lever closures at the base of the
robot.

Filter/Bag Cleaning: Clean the internal filter or bag regularly to maintain optimal suction and prevent clogging.

Storage: When not in use, store the device in a dry place. Keep hoses straight during storage to prevent kinks and damage.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If your Intex Automatic Pool Cleaner is not performing as expected, consider the following common issues:

Loss of Suction or Movement:

Check the dirt tank and internal filter/bag for clogs. Clean thoroughly if necessary.

Verify your pool pump's flow rate meets the required 5,678 to 5,248 GP. Insufficient flow will hinder movement and suction.

Ensure the hose is not tangled or kinked, which can restrict water flow and cleaner movement.

Cleaner Stops Moving:

The dirt tank may be full, preventing further operation. Empty and clean the tank.

Check for any large debris or foreign objects obstructing the cleaner's wheels or intake.

Leaking:

Inspect all hose connections and seals for proper seating and tightness.

Check the cleaner unit itself for any visible cracks or damage.
