5. Install New Bulb: Gently screw the Ushio BC7606 bulb clockwise into the E26 medium screw base socket
until it is snug. Do not overtighten.



6. Restore Power: Once the bulb is securely installed, restore power to the fixture.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Operating the Ushio BC7606 light bulb is straightforward:

Power On/Off: Use the standard light switch connected to your fixture to turn the bulb on or off.

Dimming: If connected to a compatible dimmer switch, you can adjust the brightness of the bulb. Ensure
your dimmer is rated for incandescent loads and the bulb's wattage.

Initial Use: Upon first use, the bulb may emit a slight odor for a short period. This is normal and will
dissipate.

5. MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance ensures optimal performance and longevity of your light bulb:

Cleaning: Before cleaning, ensure the bulb is cool and the power is off. Wipe the bulb gently with a soft, dry,
lint-free cloth. Do not use liquid cleaners or abrasive materials.

Handling: Avoid touching the glass portion of the bulb with bare hands, as oils from your skin can create hot
spots and reduce bulb life. If touched, clean with rubbing alcohol.

Storage: Store spare bulbs in their original packaging in a cool, dry place to protect them from damage.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your Ushio BC7606 light bulb, refer to the following common troubleshooting steps:

Bulb Does Not Light:

Ensure the power switch is ON and the circuit breaker has not tripped.

Check if the bulb is screwed in securely into the socket.

Test the bulb in another working fixture to confirm if the bulb itself is faulty.

Inspect the fixture's socket for any damage or loose wiring.

Bulb Burns Out Quickly:



Verify the fixture's voltage matches the bulb's rated voltage (115V). Overvoltage can significantly reduce
bulb life.

Ensure the bulb is not subjected to excessive vibration or physical shock.

Frequent switching on and off can shorten bulb life.

Ensure adequate ventilation around the bulb to prevent overheating.

Dim or Flickering Light:

Check for loose connections in the fixture or at the dimmer switch.

Ensure the dimmer switch is compatible with incandescent bulbs and is not overloaded.

Clean the bulb and socket contacts.
