The Casio DB-520A-1AUZ is a digital watch featuring a grey dial and a durable stainless steel band. It is designed for
daily wear and includes various timekeeping functions.

SETUP AND INITIAL CONFIGURATION

1. Setting the Time and Date:

1. Press the ADJUST/SELECT/MODE button (usually top-left) until the seconds begin to flash, indicating time
setting mode.

2. Use the FORWARD or REVERSE buttons (bottom-right/left) to adjust the seconds to 00.

3. Press the ADJUST/SELECT/MODE button again to move to the hour setting. UsesFORWARD or REVERSE to
set the correct hour (12/24-hour format may be selectable).

4. Repeat for minutes, year, month, and day.

5. Press ADJUST/SELECT/MODE to exit the setting mode.

2. Adjusting the Band:

The stainless steel band can be adjusted for a comfortable fit. It is recommended to have this done by a professional
jeweler or watch repair service to prevent damage to the band or clasp mechanism.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Timekeeping Mode:

This is the default mode, displaying the current time and date.

Using the Data Bank:

The Data Bank function allows you to store numerical and textual information. Refer to the markings on the watch
face (SCH, WORLD TIME, TEL, MEMO) for specific button functions related to data entry and recall.

o Press the MEMO button to enter Data Bank mode.
o Use FORWARD or REVERSE to scroll through stored entries.

e To add a new entry, press ADJUST/SELECT/MODE while in Data Bank mode and follow the on-screen
prompts.

Alarm Function:

To set an alarm:

1. Press the ADJUST/SELECT/MODE button repeatedly until you reach the Alarm mode.

2. Use FORWARD or REVERSE to set the desired alarm time.



3. Press ADJUST/SELECT/MODE to confirm and activate the alarm.

World Time Function:
The World Time mode displays the current time in various major cities around the world.

o Press the ADJUST/SELECT/MODE button until you reach the World Time mode.
o Use FORWARD or REVERSE to cycle through different time zones/cities.

MaINTENANCE AND CARE

o Cleaning: Wipe the watch regularly with a soft, dry cloth. For stubborn dirt, use a slightly damp cloth and mild
soap, then dry thoroughly. Avoid harsh chemicals.

o Water Resistance: This watch is water resistant. Avoid operating buttons while the watch is wet to prevent
water ingress. Do not expose to hot water or steam.

« Battery Replacement: When the display becomes dim or functions become erratic, it is time to replace the
battery. This should be done by a qualified technician to ensure proper sealing and water resistance.

+ Temperature Extremes: Avoid exposing the watch to extreme temperatures, both hot and cold, as this can
affect battery life and accuracy.
