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PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The Fujifilm Fujinon XF60mmF2.4 R Macro Lens is designed for Fujifilm X-series mirrorless cameras. It offers a
60mm focal length (90mm equivalent in 35mm format) and a bright F2.4 aperture, making it suitable for macro
photography and portraits.

SETUP

Mounting the Lens

To attach the lens to your Fujifilm X-series camera, align the red dot on the lens barrel with the red dot on the
camera's lens mount. Rotate the lens clockwise until it clicks into place. Ensure the lens is securely fastened before
use.

Initial Settings

After mounting the lens, power on your camera. The camera should automatically recognize the lens. You may
need to adjust camera settings such as aperture, shutter speed, and ISO depending on your shooting environment
and desired results. Refer to your camera's user manual for specific setting adjustments.

OPERATING THE LENS

Aperture Control

The lens features an aperture ring on the barrel, allowing for direct control over the aperture setting. Rotate the ring
to select your desired f-stop, ranging from F2.4 to F22. The 'A' setting on the aperture ring allows the camera to
control the aperture automatically.

Focus Modes

This lens supports both autofocus (AF) and manual focus (MF). The focus mode can be selected via your camera's
settings. For precise macro photography, manual focus may be preferred. The focus ring on the lens barrel allows
for fine adjustments in manual focus mode.

Macro Photography

The XF60mmF2.4 R Macro lens is designed for close-up photography, allowing you to capture intricate details of
small subjects. When shooting macro, consider using a tripod to minimize camera shake and ensure sharp focus.
Experiment with different aperture settings to control depth of field.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning

To clean the lens, use a soft, lint-free cloth specifically designed for optical surfaces. Gently wipe away dust and
smudges. For stubborn marks, a small amount of lens cleaning solution applied to the cloth can be used. Avoid
touching the lens elements directly with your fingers. Do not use abrasive materials or harsh chemicals.

Storage

When not in use, store the lens with both front and rear caps attached in a dry, cool place away from direct sunlight
and extreme temperatures. Using a lens pouch or case can provide additional protection against dust and physical
damage.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Common Issues

Lens not recognized by camera: Ensure the lens is securely mounted and the camera firmware is up to date. Power
cycle the camera.

Autofocus is slow or inaccurate: Check lighting conditions; autofocus performs best in well-lit environments. Ensure
the camera's focus mode is set correctly. For very close subjects, manual focus may yield better results.

Dust or smudges on images: Clean the front and rear lens elements carefully using appropriate lens cleaning tools.
If the issue persists, check your camera's sensor for dust.

Image quality issues (e.g., softness, chromatic aberration): Ensure the lens is clean and properly focused.
Review your camera settings, including aperture, to ensure they are appropriate for the shooting scenario.
