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INTRODUCTION

information for the safe installation, operation, and maintenance of your fan. Please read it thoroughly
before beginning installation or use to ensure proper function and safety.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or personal injury, always follow these basic safety precautions:

Always turn off power at the main circuit breaker or fuse box before beginning installation or
performing any maintenance.

Consult a qualified electrician if you are unsure about wiring procedures.
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Ensure the mounting structure is capable of supporting the fan's weight (approximately 8.8 pounds).

Do not bend blade holders during installation, balancing, or cleaning.

Keep hands, tools, and other objects clear of the fan blades when the fan is operating.

This fan is intended for indoor use only.

SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Follow these steps for proper installation of your ceiling fan. Professional installation is recommended.

1. Turn Off Power: Before starting, ensure the power supply to the fan location is turned off at the
circuit breaker.

2. Mounting Bracket Installation: Secure the mounting bracket to the ceiling junction box. Ensure the
junction box is securely fastened to the building structure and can support the fan's weight.

3. Fan Assembly: Attach the fan blades to the blade brackets. Note that the blades are reversible with
white on one side and bleached oak on the other. Choose your desired finish before attaching.

4. Wiring: Connect the fan's electrical wires to the household wiring according to local electrical codes.
Use the provided wire nuts to secure connections. Ensure proper grounding.

5. Attach Fan to Mounting Bracket: Carefully lift the fan motor assembly and attach it to the mounting
bracket. Secure all screws.

6. Install Light Kit: Connect the light kit wiring to the fan motor assembly. Secure the light kit housing
and then install the schoolhouse glass shade.

7. Install LED Bulb: Screw the included LED bulb into the light kit socket.



8. Restore Power: Once installation is complete and all connections are secure, restore power at the
circuit breaker.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Your Canarm Neptune ceiling fan is designed for easy operation.

Fan Speed Control

The fan speed is controlled by one of the pull chains. Pull the chain to cycle through the three available
speeds and off:

First pull: High speed

Second pull: Medium speed

Third pull: Low speed

Fourth pull: Off

Light Operation

The integrated LED light is controlled by the other pull chain. Pull the chain once to turn the light ON, and
pull it again to turn the light OFF.

Reversible Blades

The fan blades feature a reversible design with a white finish on one side and a bleached oak finish on the
other. To change the blade appearance, you must first turn off the fan and power, then carefully remove the
blades, flip them to the desired side, and reattach them securely.

Seasonal Operation (Reverse Switch)

Your fan may include a reverse switch located on the motor housing. This switch allows you to change the
direction of the fan blades for seasonal comfort:

Summer Mode (Counter-clockwise rotation): Pushes air down, creating a cooling breeze.

Winter Mode (Clockwise rotation): Draws air up, circulating warm air trapped near the ceiling.

To change the direction, ensure the fan is OFF and completely stopped. Locate the reverse switch on the
motor housing and slide it to the opposite position. Then, turn the fan back on.

MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures the longevity and optimal performance of your ceiling fan.

Cleaning: Periodically clean the fan blades and motor housing with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use
abrasive cleaners or solvents. Ensure power is off before cleaning.

Tighten Fasteners: Check all screws and fasteners annually to ensure they are secure. Loose
connections can cause noise or wobble.

Bulb Replacement: If the LED bulb needs replacement, ensure the power is off. Unscrew the old
bulb and replace it with a new LED bulb of the same type and wattage (60 watts maximum
incandescent equivalent).

Blade Balance: If the fan wobbles, check that all blades are securely attached and that their weights
are evenly distributed. A balancing kit (often sold separately) can be used if necessary.



TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Fan does
not start

No power to the fan; Loose wire
connections; Motor malfunction.

Check circuit breaker/fuse; Ensure all wire
connections are secure; Contact customer
support if motor is faulty.

Light
does not
work

Bulb is loose or burnt out; Loose wire
connection in light kit.

Tighten or replace bulb; Check light kit wiring
connections.

Fan
wobbles

Loose blade screws; Unbalanced blades;
Loose mounting bracket.

Tighten all blade screws; Use a balancing kit;
Ensure mounting bracket is securely fastened.

Noisy
operation

Loose screws; Motor bearings need
lubrication (rare for sealed units); Blades
hitting an obstruction.

Check and tighten all screws; Ensure nothing
is obstructing blade rotation.
