INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the Godrej GWF 620 FSX Top-loading Washing Machine. This manual provides
essential information for the safe and efficient operation, maintenance, and troubleshooting of your
appliance. Please read these instructions carefully before using the washing machine and keep them for
future reference.

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1. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

1.1 Unpacking

Carefully remove all packaging materials.

Check for any damage during transit. If damaged, contact your dealer immediately.

Ensure all accessories, including the user manual and warranty card, are present.

1.2 Placement

Place the washing machine on a firm, level surface.

Ensure adequate space around the appliance for ventilation and access.

This is a Freestanding installation type.

1.3 Water and Power Connection

Connect the water inlet hose to a cold water tap.

Ensure the drain hose is properly positioned to allow water drainage.

Plug the power cord into a grounded electrical outlet. Refer to the specifications for power
requirements.

2. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

2.1 Loading Laundry

Open the top lid and load clothes into the stainless steel inner tub.

Do not overload the machine; the maximum capacity is 6.2 kg.

The Auto Balance System automatically adjusts an uneven load for optimal washing.

2.2 Adding Detergent

Add the appropriate amount of detergent to the dispenser. Follow detergent manufacturer's
recommendations.

2.3 Selecting a Wash Program

The machine offers 3 wash programs:

Regular: For daily laundry with normal soil levels.

Synthetics: For synthetic fabrics and delicate items.

Heavy: For heavily soiled items or sturdy fabrics.

The Fuzzy Logic technology automatically senses the load and quality to determine the optimal water
level and wash cycle.

2.4 Water Level Setting

You can select from 3 water levels. The Fuzzy Logic system will often select the most appropriate level
automatically.

2.5 Special Features

Soak Option: Allows clothes to soak before the wash cycle for easier stain removal.

Auto Restart with Memory Back-Up: In case of a power failure, the machine automatically resumes



the washing process from the same point when power is restored.

Dry Tap Protection: Protects against low water pressure or no water supply.

Pulsator Technology: Ensures effective cleaning action.

2.6 Starting the Wash

Close the lid and press the Start button to begin the selected wash cycle.

3. CARE AND MAINTENANCE

3.1 Cleaning the Exterior

Wipe the exterior of the washing machine with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or
solvents.

3.2 Cleaning the Inner Tub

The stainless steel inner tub is rust-free. Periodically run a cleaning cycle with a washing machine cleaner
or a mixture of vinegar and baking soda to prevent odor and residue buildup.

3.3 Lint Filter

Regularly clean the lint filter (if present) to ensure efficient operation and prevent lint accumulation on
clothes. Refer to the specific location of the lint filter in your model for cleaning instructions.

4. TROUBLESHOOTING

Before contacting customer service, please refer to the following common issues and solutions:

Machine does not start:

Ensure the power cord is securely plugged in.

Check if the lid is properly closed.

Verify that the water supply is turned on.

Excessive vibration or noise:

Ensure the machine is on a level surface.

Check if the load is unbalanced. The Auto Balance System should help, but manual
redistribution may be needed for very uneven loads.

Remove any foreign objects from the tub.

Water not draining:

Check if the drain hose is kinked or blocked.

Ensure the drain hose is positioned correctly.

Power interruption during cycle:

The Auto Restart with Memory Back-Up feature should resume the cycle automatically once
power is restored.
