1. INTRODUCTION

The Epson Home Cinema 3600e projector is designed to deliver superior image quality and wireless HD
performance for your living room or dedicated home theater. Utilizing Epson's 3LCD technology, it provides up to 3x
brighter colors compared to competitive models, ensuring stunning and vibrant images. This projector boasts 2500
lumens of color brightness and 2500 lumens of white brightness, alongside a high contrast ratio of up to 70,000:1 for
deep black levels. It includes a WirelessHD transmitter for projecting 2D and 3D content in Full HD 1080p from
anywhere in the room, offering enhanced positioning flexibility with wide horizontal and vertical lens shift, and a 1.6x
zoom lens. Two built-in 10W stereo speakers provide integrated sound.

3. SETUP

3.1 Unpacking and Placement

Carefully remove the projector and all accessories from the packaging. Place the projector on a stable, flat surface
or mount it to the ceiling using a compatible bracket. Ensure adequate ventilation around the projector.

3.2 Power Connection

Connect the power cord to the projector and then to an electrical outlet.

3.3 WirelessHD Transmitter Setup

The WirelessHD transmitter allows for cable-free connection to your video sources. Connect your devices (e.g., Blu-
ray player, gaming console) to the HDMI inputs on the WirelessHD transmitter. Place the transmitter within range of
the projector.

4. CONNECTIVITY

The projector offers a variety of input options for connecting different devices:

o HDMI/MHL: Connect compatible smartphones, tablets, or other devices.

o HDMI: For Blu-ray players, gaming consoles, and other HDMI-enabled devices.
« Component Video: For older video equipment.

o Composite Video: Standard definition video input.

o Audio In: For external audio sources.

o Computer/D-sub 15 pin: For connecting a computer.

o USB Type A: For JPEG slideshows, Wireless LAN, and firmware updates.

o Mini USB: For service only.

e RS-232c: For control system integration.

o Trigger Out: For controlling external devices like motorized screens.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Power On/Off

Press the power button on the projector or the remote control to turn the unit on or off. Allow the projector to cool
down completely before unplugging or moving it.

5.2 Input Selection

Use the 'Source' button on the remote control or the projector's control panel to cycle through available input
sources (HDMI, Component, etc.). If using the WirelessHD transmitter, select the corresponding WirelessHD input.



5.3 Image Adjustment (Lens Shift & Zoom)

Adjust the image position using the horizontal and vertical lens shift controls, typically located near the lens. The
zoom lens allows you to adjust the image size without moving the projector. Avoid using digital keystone correction
excessively as it can reduce image quality.

5.4 2D and 3D Content

The projector supports both 2D and 3D content in Full HD 1080p. For 3D viewing, compatible 3D glasses are
required. Refer to the on-screen menu for 3D settings and adjustments.

6. MAINTENANCE

6.1 Lamp Life

The projector lamp has an estimated life of up to 5,000 hours in ECO mode and up to 3,500 hours in Normal mode.
When the lamp reaches the end of its life, a warning indicator will appear. Replace the lamp with an authentic Epson
replacement lamp to ensure optimal performance and safety.

6.2 Cleaning

Regularly clean the projector's air filter and lens. Use a soft, lint-free cloth for the lens and a small brush or vacuum
for the air filter. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

+ No Image: Ensure the projector is powered on, the correct input source is selected, and all cables are securely
connected.

o Fuzzy Image: Adjust the focus ring on the lens. Check for proper projector placement and screen distance.

« Image Distorted: Use the lens shift controls to correct image position. Avoid excessive digital keystone
correction.

+ No Sound: Verify audio cable connections, check the projector's volume settings, and ensure external audio
systems are properly configured if used.

o Overheating: Ensure the projector has adequate ventilation and the air filter is clean.
