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INTRODUCTION

The Garmin BC 30 Wireless Backup Camera is designed to enhance vehicle safety by providing a clear
view of the area behind your vehicle. When paired with a compatible Garmin GPS navigator, this system
helps drivers detect vehicles, pedestrians, and other obstacles while reversing. The camera's wireless
transmitter sends video to your navigator's display, offering convenience and improved situational
awareness.

SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Mounting the Camera

1. Select a suitable mounting location at the rear of your vehicle, typically near the license plate,
ensuring a clear view. The camera is designed for surface mount installation.

2. Securely attach the camera using the provided mounting hardware.

Wiring the Camera

1. Connect the camera's power leads to your vehicle's reverse lights. This configuration ensures the
camera activates automatically when the vehicle is shifted into reverse.

2. Alternatively, the camera can be wired to a constant power source, allowing you to manually toggle
between the camera view and navigation display on your compatible Garmin device.

3. Ensure all electrical connections are secure and properly insulated to prevent short circuits and water
damage. The camera is rugged and designed to withstand harsh weather conditions.

Connecting to Your Garmin Navigator



1. Replace your compatible Garmin navigator's standard power cable with the BC 30 power cable,
which includes the integrated wireless receiver.

2. Plug the new power cable into your vehicle's 12V power outlet.

3. The camera wirelessly transmits video up to 45 feet to the receiver integrated into the power cable,
which then displays on your navigator.

OPERATION

Once installed and powered, the BC 30 camera system operates seamlessly with your compatible Garmin
GPS navigator.

Automatic Activation

If wired to your vehicle's reverse lights, the camera view will automatically appear on your Garmin
navigator's screen when you shift into reverse. The display will revert to the navigation screen when you
shift out of reverse.

Manual Toggle

If wired to constant power, you can manually switch between the camera view and the navigation display
on your Garmin device. Refer to your specific Garmin navigator's user manual for instructions on
accessing and toggling the backup camera view.

MAINTENANCE

The Garmin BC 30 is designed for durability and minimal maintenance.

Cleaning the Lens: Periodically clean the camera lens with a soft, damp cloth to ensure a clear
image. Avoid abrasive cleaners that could scratch the lens.

Checking Connections: Occasionally inspect all wiring connections for corrosion or damage,
especially after exposure to harsh weather or off-road conditions.

Weather Resistance: The camera is rugged enough to withstand various weather conditions, but
extreme temperatures or prolonged submersion should be avoided.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your BC 30 Wireless Backup Camera, refer to the following common
solutions:

No Image on Display:

Ensure the camera and wireless transmitter are receiving power.

Verify that the Garmin navigator is properly connected to the BC 30 power cable with the
integrated receiver.

Check that the navigator is set to display the backup camera feed.

Confirm the wireless transmitter and receiver are within range (up to 45 feet) and not obstructed
by large metal objects.

Poor Image Quality:

Clean the camera lens to remove dirt, dust, or moisture.



Ensure the camera is securely mounted and not vibrating.

Image resolution may vary based on the compatible GPS navigator's display capabilities.

Image Delay:

A slight delay of 1-2 seconds when activating the camera view is normal for this wireless system.
