4. INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS (SETUP)

Replacing your cabin air filter is a straightforward process, typically located behind the glove box. Always refer to
your vehicle's owner's manual for specific instructions and diagrams, as procedures may vary slightly between
models.

General Steps:

1. Empty Glove Box: Remove all contents from your glove box.

2. Access Filter Housing: Open the glove box completely. Depending on your vehicle, you may need to
detach a damper arm or press in on the sides of the glove box to allow it to swing down further, revealing the
filter housing.

3. Remove Filter Housing Cover: Locate the cabin air filter housing cover. This usually has clips on either
side that need to be pressed or unlatched to remove the cover.

4. Remove Old Filter: Carefully pull out the old cabin air filter. Note its orientation, especially the 'AIR FLOW'
arrow.

5. Clean Housing: Inspect the filter housing for any debris and clean if necessary.

6. Install New Filter: Insert the new EPAuto CP285 cabin air filter into the housing. Ensure the 'AIR FLOW'
arrow on the filter points in the correct direction, typically downwards or towards the rear of the vehicle, as
indicated by your vehicle's manual or the old filter's orientation.

7. Replace Cover and Glove Box: Reattach the filter housing cover, ensuring it clicks securely into place.
Reinstall the glove box by reversing the removal steps.

5. MAINTENANCE

For optimal air quality and HVAC system performance, it is recommended to replace your EPAuto CP285
(CF10285) Premium Cabin Air Filter every 12 months or 12,000 miles, whichever comes first. Driving in dusty or
polluted environments may necessitate more frequent replacement.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you experience reduced airflow, persistent odors, or increased fan noise after installation, consider the following:

Check Installation: Ensure the filter is seated correctly within the housing and the housing cover is securely
closed.

Verify Air Flow Direction: Confirm that the 'AIR FLOW' arrow on the filter is pointing in the correct direction
as specified by your vehicle's manual.

Inspect for Obstructions: Check the air intake area for any leaves or debris that might be blocking airflow.

Filter Type: Ensure you have installed the correct filter model for your specific vehicle.
