1. INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW

Thank you for choosing the Calypso Digital Quartz Watch. This manual provides essential information for the proper use
and maintenance of your watch. Please read it carefully before operating your device.

This Calypso watch features a durable polycarbonate round case with a stainless steel case back and a comfortable,
water-resistant silicone strap. It is designed for everyday wear and offers practical functions.

2. SETUP AND INITIAL CONFIGURATION

Your Calypso watch comes pre-packaged. Upon unboxing, ensure all components are present. The watch is typically
shipped in a unique battery-shaped container.

Setting the Time and Date:



Digital watches typically have 2-4 buttons for operation. Common button labels include MODE, SET, START/STOP, and
LIGHT. The exact procedure may vary slightly by model, but the general steps are as follows:

1. Enter Time Setting Mode: Press the MODE button repeatedly until the time digits (hours or minutes) begin to flash.

2. Select Digit to Adjust: Use the SET or START/STOP button to cycle through the digits (hours, minutes, seconds,
AM/PM).

3. Adjust Value: Use the LIGHT or another designated button to increase or decrease the flashing digit's value.

4. Set Date: Continue pressing MODE to cycle to date settings (month, day, year) and adjust them using the same
method.

5. Exit Setting Mode: Press the MODE button again or wait for the flashing to stop automatically to save settings.

3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Using the Stopwatch:

1. Enter Stopwatch Mode: Press the MODE button until "ST" or "STOP" appears on the display.

2. Start/Stop: Press the START/STOP button to begin timing. Press it again to pause.

3. Reset: While paused, press the SET or RESET button to clear the stopwatch to zero.

4. Exit: Press the MODE button to return to time display.

Setting and Using the Alarm:

1. Enter Alarm Mode: Press the MODE button until "AL" or "ALARM" appears.

2. Set Alarm Time: The alarm hours or minutes will flash. Use the SET and ADJUST buttons to set the desired alarm
time.

3. Activate/Deactivate Alarm: In alarm mode, use a specific button (often START/STOP or ADJUST) to toggle the
alarm ON/OFF. An alarm icon will usually appear when active.

4. Stop Alarm Sound: When the alarm sounds, press any button to silence it.

5. Exit: Press the MODE button to return to time display.

Using the Light Function:

Press the LIGHT button (usually located on the top left or right side of the watch) to illuminate the display for a few
seconds in low-light conditions.

4. MAINTENANCE AND CARE

Cleaning: Wipe the watch regularly with a soft, damp cloth. Avoid harsh chemicals or abrasive materials.

Water Resistance: Your watch is water-resistant up to 100 meters. This means it is suitable for swimming and
snorkeling, but not for scuba diving. Avoid pressing buttons underwater.

Temperature: Avoid exposing the watch to extreme temperatures (hot or cold) for prolonged periods, as this can
affect battery life and accuracy.

Battery Replacement: When the display dims or functions become erratic, it may be time to replace the battery. It is
recommended to have the battery replaced by a qualified watch technician to ensure water resistance is maintained.

Storage: When not in use for extended periods, store the watch in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution



Display is
blank or dim.

Low battery. Replace the battery.

Time is
incorrect.

Time not set correctly or
accidental button press.

Refer to "Setting the Time and Date" section to reset the time.

Buttons are
unresponsive.

Watch may be in a locked
mode or internal malfunction.

Try pressing all buttons to see if any respond. If not, a battery reset
(removal and reinsertion) by a professional might be needed.

Water inside
the display.

Seal compromised or buttons
pressed underwater.

Immediately take the watch to a qualified technician for inspection and
repair to prevent further damage.
