Introduction

This manual provides essential instructions for the proper use, setup, and maintenance of your Zenith Pilot
Montre D'aeronef Type 20 Automatic Men's Watch, model 29.2430.679/21.C753. Please read this guide
thoroughly to ensure optimal performance and longevity of your timepiece.

Your Zenith watch is a precision instrument featuring an automatic movement, a bronze case, a black dial
with luminous rose gold cathedral-style hands, and a brown nubuck leather band. It is designed for
durability and style, offering 100 meters (330 feet) of water resistance and a scratch-resistant sapphire
crystal.

Setup

Initial Winding

Your Zenith automatic watch is powered by the motion of your wrist. If the watch has stopped or has not
been worn for an extended period, it requires an initial manual winding to build up its power reserve.

1. Ensure the crown is in the fully pushed-in position (position 0).

2. Turn the crown clockwise approximately 30-40 times. This will provide sufficient power for the watch to
start running and for the automatic winding mechanism to take over.

Setting the Time
To set the correct time on your watch:

1. Gently pull the crown out to position 1.
2. Turn the crown either clockwise or counter-clockwise to move the hands and set the desired time.

3. Once the time is set, push the crown back into position 0 to engage the movement and ensure water



resistance.

Operating Your Watch

Automatic Movement

Your Zenith watch is equipped with an automatic mechanical movement. This means it is powered by the
natural motion of your wrist. As you wear the watch, an oscillating weight inside the movement rotates,
winding the mainspring and storing energy. If worn regularly (approximately 8-12 hours a day), the watch
will maintain its power reserve without manual winding.

Water Resistance

The Zenith Pilot Montre D'aeronef Type 20 watch has a water resistance rating of 100 meters (330 feet).
This rating indicates that the watch is suitable for swimming and snorkeling. It is not recommended for
diving. Always ensure the crown is fully pushed in before exposing the watch to water. Avoid operating the
crown while the watch is wet or submerged, as this can compromise its water resistance.

Maintenance

Cleaning
To maintain the appearance of your watch:

o Case: Wipe the bronze case with a soft, dry cloth. Bronze naturally develops a patina over time, which
is part of its character. If you wish to restore its original luster, consult a professional watchmaker or use



a specialized bronze cleaning cloth.

o Strap: The nubuck leather strap should not be submerged in water. Clean it with a soft, slightly damp
cloth and allow it to air dry completely. Avoid harsh chemicals or excessive moisture, which can damage
the leather.

Periodic Service

Like any precision mechanical instrument, your Zenith watch requires periodic professional servicing to
ensure its accuracy and longevity. It is recommended to have your watch serviced by an authorized Zenith
service center every 3-5 years. Regular servicing includes cleaning, lubrication, and adjustment of the
movement, as well as checking the water resistance seals.

Storage

When not wearing your watch, store it in its original box or a watch winder to protect it from dust, moisture,
and accidental damage. If storing for an extended period, ensure the watch is fully wound before storage.

Troubleshooting

o Watch has stopped: If the watch has stopped, it likely needs to be wound. Manually wind the watch by
turning the crown clockwise 30-40 times. If it still does not start, or stops shortly after, it may require
professional servicing.

« Inaccurate timekeeping: Minor variations in timekeeping are normal for mechanical watches. However,



if your watch is consistently gaining or losing significant time, it may need adjustment by an authorized
service center.

« Condensation under the crystal: If you notice condensation or moisture inside the watch, this
indicates a breach in the water resistance. Immediately take the watch to an authorized service center
to prevent further damage to the movement.
