INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential information for the safe and effective operation of your Laserliner
DistanceCheck 080.810A laser distance meter. Please read these instructions carefully before use and keep
them for future reference.

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

General Safety:

This device is a Class 2 laser product. Do not stare directly into the laser beam.

Do not point the laser beam at people or animals.

Keep the device out of reach of children.

Use the device only as described in this manual. Any other use may result in hazardous laser radiation
exposure.

Do not attempt to modify or disassemble the device.

Avoid using the device in explosive environments or near flammable materials.

Battery Safety:

Use only the specified battery type (AAA).

Insert batteries with correct polarity (+/-).

Do not mix old and new batteries, or different types of batteries.

Remove batteries if the device will not be used for an extended period.

Dispose of used batteries according to local regulations.

Functions: Single distance measurement, area calculation, volume calculation, minimum/maximum
measurement, continuous measurement.

Note: 2x AAA batteries are required and are not included in the package.

SETUP

Battery Installation

The device requires 2x AAA batteries.

1. Locate the battery compartment cover on the back of the device.

2. Slide the cover open in the direction indicated by the arrow.

3. Insert two AAA batteries, ensuring correct polarity (+ and -).

4. Close the battery compartment cover securely until it clicks into place.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Power On/Off

To power on the device, press the DIST button. The laser will activate.

To power off the device, press and hold the C/OFF button for a few seconds. The device will also
automatically power off after a period of inactivity.

To clear the last measurement or exit a function, press the C/OFF button briefly.

Basic Distance Measurement



1. Press the DIST button once to activate the laser.

2. Aim the laser dot at the target point.

3. Press the DIST button again to take a measurement. The measured distance will be displayed on the
screen.

Area Measurement

1. Press the  (Area/Volume) button once. The display will show an icon indicating area measurement
mode.

2. Measure the length by pressing DIST.

3. Measure the width by pressing DIST.

4. The device will automatically calculate and display the area.

Volume Measurement

1. Press the  (Area/Volume) button twice. The display will show an icon indicating volume measurement
mode.

2. Measure the length by pressing DIST.

3. Measure the width by pressing DIST.

4. Measure the height by pressing DIST.

5. The device will automatically calculate and display the volume.

Min/Max/Continuous Measurement

1. Press the  (Min/Max/Continuous) button once to enter continuous measurement mode. The device
will continuously measure and display the current distance.

2. In continuous measurement mode, the device will also track and display the minimum and maximum
distances measured during the session.

3. Press the  button again to stop continuous measurement.



Display Rotation

The illuminated display automatically rotates 180° for optimal readability, regardless of the device's
orientation.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Wipe the device with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Laser Lens: Keep the laser lens clean to ensure accurate measurements. Use a soft, lint-free cloth,
similar to cleaning camera lenses.

Storage: Store the device in a dry, dust-free environment at room temperature. Remove batteries if
storing for extended periods.

Calibration: The device is factory calibrated. If you suspect inaccuracies, contact customer support.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Device does
not turn on.

Batteries are dead or incorrectly
inserted.

Replace batteries with new AAA batteries,
ensuring correct polarity.



Inaccurate
measurements.

Laser lens is dirty; measurement
surface is too reflective or too
absorbent; environmental factors (e.g.,
strong light).

Clean the laser lens. Measure against a
suitable, non-reflective surface. Avoid strong
direct sunlight.

Laser beam is
not visible.

Strong ambient light; laser is not
activated.

Use in lower light conditions if possible. Press
the DIST button to activate the laser.

Display shows
an error
message.

Measurement out of range; internal
error.

Ensure target is within the 0.05m - 20m
range. Try turning the device off and on again.
If the error persists, contact customer support.
