1. INTRODUCTION

This user manual provides essential information for the safe and effective use of your Panasonic Portable Car Navigation
Gorilla CN-G700D. Please read this manual thoroughly before using the device and keep it for future reference. This device
features a premium silver frame, a slim body, and a 16GB SSD for detailed map data. It supports triple satellite reception
(GPS, Michibiki, GLONASS) for enhanced positioning accuracy.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

« Do not operate the navigation system or watch TV while driving. Always pull over to a safe location before making
adjustments or viewing content.

o Ensure the device is securely mounted to prevent it from obstructing your view or becoming a projectile during sudden
stops or accidents.

« Avoid exposing the device to extreme temperatures, direct sunlight for prolonged periods, or excessive moisture.

« Use only the specified power adapter and accessories. Using unauthorized accessories may cause damage or
malfunction.

« Do not attempt to disassemble or modify the device. Refer all servicing to qualified personnel.

« Keep the device out of reach of children.

3.2 Device Layout

4. SETUP

4.1 Mounting the Device

1. Clean the desired mounting surface on your dashboard or windshield thoroughly.
2. Attach the suction cup stand to the cleaned surface, ensuring a firm grip.
3. Adjust the angle of the stand for optimal viewing without obstructing your driving view.

4. Slide the CN-G700D unit onto the mounting bracket until it clicks securely into place.



4.2 Power Connection

1. Connect the cigar lighter power cord to the power input port on the CN-G700D unit.
2. Insert the other end of the power cord into your vehicle's cigar lighter socket.

3. Ensure the connection is secure. The device will typically power on automatically or indicate charging.

4.3 Initial Power On

1. Press and hold the power button (if not already powered on) until the Panasonic logo appears.
2. Follow the on-screen prompts to set up initial preferences such as language, time zone, and map display settings.

3. Allow the device to acquire GPS signals. This may take a few minutes during the first use or after a long period of
inactivity.

extended period, charge it to about 50% and store in a cool, dry place.
