3. ASSEMBLY AND SETUP

Follow these steps to assemble and set up your Neewer NW-9 Microphone Isolation Board:

1. Attach the Bar Holder: Locate the bar holder and the main isolation shield. The bar holder is designed to
connect the shield to a microphone stand.

2. Secure the Adapter: If your microphone stand uses a different thread size, use the included 3/8" or 5/8"
thread adapter to ensure compatibility with the bar holder.

3. Mount the Shield: Carefully attach the assembled isolation shield to your microphone stand. Ensure it is
securely tightened to prevent wobbling during use.

4. Adjust Position: Position the shield behind your microphone, ensuring the acoustic foam faces the
microphone to effectively absorb sound reflections from the recording environment.

4. OPERATION

Once assembled and mounted, the Neewer NW-9 is ready for use. To achieve optimal sound isolation:

Positioning: Place the microphone within the curved area of the shield, ensuring the foam panels surround
the back and sides of the microphone. This setup helps to block and absorb unwanted ambient noise and
room reflections from reaching the microphone.

Adjustability: The shield can be adjusted to different angles to best suit your recording setup and microphone
type. Experiment with positioning to find the most effective configuration for your specific environment.

Foldable Design: When not in use, the side panels of the shield can be folded inward, making it compact for
storage or transport. This also protects the acoustic foam from damage.

5. MAINTENANCE

To ensure the longevity and optimal performance of your Neewer NW-9 Microphone Isolation Board, follow these
maintenance guidelines:

Cleaning: Gently wipe the metal surfaces with a soft, dry cloth to remove dust or fingerprints. Avoid using
abrasive cleaners or solvents, as they may damage the finish.

Foam Care: The acoustic foam is delicate. Avoid pressing or poking the foam aggressively. If dust
accumulates on the foam, use a soft brush or a vacuum cleaner with a brush attachment on a low setting to
gently remove it. Do not use water or liquid cleaners on the foam.

Storage: When not in use, fold the shield to protect the foam and save space. Store it in a dry, clean
environment away from direct sunlight or extreme temperatures.

Inspection: Periodically check all screws and connections to ensure they remain tight and secure.



6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter any issues with your Neewer NW-9 Microphone Isolation Board, refer to the following common
solutions:

Issue: The shield feels unstable or sags on the microphone stand.
Solution: Ensure that the bar holder and the thread adapter are securely tightened to both the shield and the
microphone stand. The NW-9 has a solid construction, so a sturdy microphone stand is recommended to
support its weight. Adjust the stand's legs for maximum stability.

Issue: Sound isolation does not seem effective.
Solution: Verify that the acoustic foam panels are facing the microphone and are positioned correctly to block
reflections from your recording space. Ensure the shield is placed as close as practical to the microphone
without obstructing it. Also, consider other acoustic treatments for your room if the environment is particularly
reverberant.

Issue: Difficulty folding or unfolding the shield.
Solution: The hinges are designed for smooth operation. If you experience stiffness, ensure no debris is
caught in the hinges. Do not force the panels.
