1. Introduction

This manual provides essential information for the safe and efficient use of the Ubiquiti Switching Mode Power
Supply, model GP-A240-050. This device is designed to provide reliable power to compatible Ubiquiti network
devices, specifically those requiring Power over Ethernet (PoE).

2. Safety Information

WARNING: RISK OF ELECTRIC SHOCK. DO NOT OPEN.

o Read all instructions carefully before using the product.

» Do not expose this device to rain or moisture.

o Ensure the power outlet is properly grounded.

» Do not attempt to disassemble or modify the power supply. There are no user-serviceable parts inside.
o Use only the power cord provided or a suitable replacement with the correct voltage and current rating.
» Disconnect power before making any connections or disconnections.

o Operate the device within the specified temperature and humidity ranges.

3. Package Contents

Verify that all items are present in your package:

o Ubiquiti Switching Mode Power Supply (GP-A240-050)
o AC Power Cord

4. Product Features and Components

The GP-A240-050 power supply features the following key components:

o POE Port: Power over Ethernet output port for connecting to compatible Ubiquiti devices.
o LAN Port: Standard Ethernet input port for connecting to your network switch or router.
o Power Input: Connector for the AC power cord.

o LED Indicator: A small LED light indicates power status (location may vary slightly).

Reset Button: A small recessed button for resetting the connected PoE device (if supported).

5. Setup

Follow these steps to set up your Ubiquiti Power Supply:

1. Connect the AC Power Cord: Insert the C5 'cloverleaf' end of the AC power cord into the power input port on
the power supply. Plug the other end of the AC power cord into a standard wall outlet. The LED indicator on
the power supply should illuminate, indicating it is receiving power.

2. Connect to Network: Connect an Ethernet cable from your network switch or router to theLAN port on the



power supply.

3. Connect to PoE Device: Connect another Ethernet cable from thePOE port on the power supply to the
Ethernet port of your Ubiquiti PoE-compatible device (e.g., access point, IP camera).

Ensure all connections are secure before powering on any connected devices.

6. Operating Instructions

Once properly connected, the Ubiquiti Switching Mode Power Supply operates automatically. It provides both data
connectivity and power to the connected PoE device through a single Ethernet cable.

e The LED indicator will remain lit when the power supply is active.
o Data communication will pass through the LAN and POE ports.

o Power will be delivered to the device connected to the POE port.

7. Maintenance

The Ubiquiti Switching Mode Power Supply requires minimal maintenance:

o Keep the device clean and free from dust. Use a soft, dry cloth for cleaning.
o Ensure adequate ventilation around the unit to prevent overheating.
o Store in a cool, dry place when not in use.

« Do not block any ventilation openings.

8. Troubleshooting

If you encounter issues with your power supply, refer to the following common problems and solutions:
+ No Power (LED off):

o Check if the AC power cord is securely connected to both the power supply and the wall outlet.
o Verify that the wall outlet is functional by plugging in another device.

o Try a different AC power cord if available.
o Connected Device Not Powering On:

o Ensure the Ethernet cable from the POE port is securely connected to the PoE-compatible device.
o Confirm that your device is indeed PoE-compatible and requires 24V passive PoE.

Check the Ethernet cable for damage. Try a different cable.

o

o If the power supply LED is on, but the device is not powering, the device itself might have an issue.
» No Network Connectivity:

o Ensure the Ethernet cable from your network switch/router is securely connected to the LAN port.
o Check the Ethernet cable connecting the POE port to your device.

o Verify that your network switch/router is functioning correctly.
