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INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing PowerLocus P1 Wireless Bluetooth Over-Ear Headphones. These headphones are designed to
provide a high-quality audio experience with the flexibility of both wireless Bluetooth and wired connections. Featuring a
comfortable, foldable design, Hi-Fi stereo sound, and a built-in microphone, the P1 headphones are ideal for various
activities, from daily commutes to travel and office use. This manual will guide you through the setup, operation, and
maintenance of your new headphones.

WHAT'S IN THE BOX

Upon opening your PowerLocus P1 headphone package, please ensure all the following items are present:

PRODUCT OVERVIEW AND CONTROLS

The PowerLocus P1 headphones are designed for comfort and ease of use. They feature soft protein foam earmuffs for
extended wear and a foldable design for portability. All primary controls are conveniently located on the earcup.

Control Layout:

Power/Play/Pause Button: Used to power on/off the headphones, and to play or pause audio.

Volume Up / Next Track Button: Short press for volume up, long press for next track.

Volume Down / Previous Track Button: Short press for volume down, long press for previous track.

Call Button: Used to answer, end, or reject phone calls.

FM/MP3 Button: Switches between Bluetooth, FM Radio, and Micro SD/TF card playback modes.

Micro SD/TF Card Slot: For playing audio directly from a memory card.

3.5mm Audio Jack: For wired connection using the included audio cable.

Micro USB Charging Port: For charging the headphones.

SETUP

1. Charging the Headphones

Before first use, fully charge your PowerLocus P1 headphones.

1. Connect the smaller end of the included USB charging cable to the Micro USB charging port on the headphone
earcup.

2. Connect the larger end of the USB charging cable to a USB power source (e.g., computer USB port, USB wall
adapter).

3. The LED indicator light will illuminate during charging and turn off once charging is complete.

A full charge takes approximately 2.5 hours and provides up to 15 hours of battery life.

2. Bluetooth Pairing

Pair your headphones with your Bluetooth-enabled device (smartphone, tablet, laptop, etc.).

1. Ensure the headphones are turned off. Press and hold the Power button until the LED indicator flashes blue and red
alternately, indicating pairing mode.

2. On your device, go to Bluetooth settings and ensure Bluetooth is enabled.

3. Search for available devices and select "PowerLocus P1" from the list.

4. Once connected, the LED indicator on the headphones will stop flashing and remain solid blue or turn off,
depending on the model.

5. The headphones have a Bluetooth range of up to 10 meters (33 feet).



3. Wired Connection (Optional)

You can use the headphones with a wired connection even if the battery is depleted.

1. Connect one end of the included 3.5mm audio cable to the 3.5mm audio jack on the headphone earcup.

2. Connect the other end of the 3.5mm audio cable to the audio output jack of your device.

3. The headphones will automatically switch to wired mode.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Power On/Off

Power On: Press and hold the Power button for approximately 3 seconds until the LED indicator lights up.

Power Off: Press and hold the Power button for approximately 3 seconds until the LED indicator turns off.

Music Playback (Bluetooth Mode)

Play/Pause: Short press the Play/Pause button.

Volume Up: Short press the "Volume Up / Next Track" button.

Volume Down: Short press the "Volume Down / Previous Track" button.

Next Track: Long press the "Volume Up / Next Track" button.

Previous Track: Long press the "Volume Down / Previous Track" button.

Call Management

Answer/End Call: Short press the Call button.

Reject Call: Long press the Call button.

FM Radio and Micro SD/TF Card Playback

Switch Modes: Press the FM/MP3 button to cycle through Bluetooth, FM Radio, and Micro SD/TF card modes.

Micro SD/TF Card: Insert a Micro SD/TF card into the designated slot to play audio files directly.

FM Radio: In FM mode, use the Volume Up/Down buttons to scan for stations.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the headphones. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Storage: When not in use, store the headphones in the provided protective carrying case to prevent damage.

Environmental Conditions: Avoid exposing the headphones to extreme temperatures, humidity, or direct sunlight.



Keep away from water and liquids.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Solution

Headphones do not power
on.

Ensure the headphones are fully charged. Connect to a power source using the USB
charging cable.

Cannot pair with Bluetooth
device.

Ensure headphones are in pairing mode (flashing blue/red LED).

Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on your device.

Move headphones closer to your device (within 10 meters).

Forget "PowerLocus P1" from your device's Bluetooth list and try pairing again.

Restart both the headphones and your device.

No sound or low volume.

Increase volume on both the headphones and your connected device.

Ensure the headphones are properly connected (Bluetooth or wired).

If using wired connection, ensure the 3.5mm cable is fully inserted.

Sound distortion.

Move closer to your Bluetooth device to avoid interference.

Check for obstacles between the headphones and the device.

Try playing a different audio source.
