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1. INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW

The Garmin GPSMAP 1042xsv is a 10-inch keyed chartplotter designed for marine navigation and sonar capabilities.
This device offers an advanced all-in-one solution for boating, featuring a bright display and a user-friendly keypad
interface with programmable keys and a multifunction control knob.

Key features include preloaded U.S. LakeVü HD maps and BlueChart g2 charts, a high-sensitivity internal 10 Hz
GPS and GLONASS receiver for accurate positioning, and built-in support for various sonar technologies. The unit
supports single-channel CHIRP sonar, CHIRP ClearVü, CHIRP SideVü scanning sonar, and Panoptix all-seeing
sonar (transducers sold separately).

2. WHAT'S IN THE BOX

3. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Proper installation is crucial for the optimal performance of your GPSMAP 1042xsv. Refer to the included
documentation for detailed instructions and safety warnings.

3.1 Mounting Options

Bail Mount: Use the provided bail mount kit for surface mounting on a flat dashboard or console. This allows for
easy adjustment of the viewing angle.



Flush Mount: For a more integrated look, the unit can be flush-mounted into a panel using the flush mount kit.
This requires cutting an opening in the mounting surface.

3.2 Electrical Connections
Connect the power/data cable to a 12 VDC power source. Ensure proper polarity. The unit's maximum power usage
is 32.4 Watts at 10 VDC, with a typical current draw of 1.9 A at 12 VDC and a maximum of 2.7 A at 12 VDC.

The NMEA 2000 network allows for communication with other compatible marine devices. Use the NMEA 2000 T-
connector and drop cable to integrate the chartplotter into your existing NMEA 2000 network.

For sonar functionality, connect a compatible transducer (sold separately) to the unit using the 8-pin transducer to
12-pin sounder adapter cable if necessary. The unit supports various Garmin sonar modules.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The GPSMAP 1042xsv features a keypad interface and a multifunction control knob for intuitive operation.
Familiarize yourself with the button layout and menu structure.

4.1 Basic Navigation

Power On/Off: Press and hold the power button to turn the unit on or off.

Menu Navigation: Use the directional pad and the multifunction control knob to navigate through menus and
select options.

Home Screen: Access various functions and display combinations from the customizable home screen.

4.2 Chartplotter and Mapping
The unit comes preloaded with U.S. LakeVü HD maps and BlueChart g2 charts, providing detailed cartography for
navigation. The high-sensitivity 10 Hz GPS/GLONASS receiver ensures rapid and accurate position updates.

Zoom: Use the dedicated zoom buttons or the control knob to adjust the map scale.

Pan: Use the directional pad to move the map view.

Waypoints and Routes: Create and manage waypoints, routes, and tracks for efficient navigation.

4.3 Sonar Functionality
The GPSMAP 1042xsv supports advanced sonar technologies when connected to compatible transducers:

Traditional CHIRP Sonar: Provides clear target separation and definition.

CHIRP ClearVü: Offers a photographic view of fish and structure below the boat.

CHIRP SideVü: Provides a clear image of what lies to the sides of your boat.

Panoptix Sonar: Supports Panoptix transducers for real-time, all-seeing sonar views (transducer sold
separately).

5. MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures the longevity and optimal performance of your GPSMAP 1042xsv.

Cleaning: Clean the display and unit exterior with a soft, damp cloth. Avoid abrasive cleaners or solvents that
could damage the screen or casing.

Software Updates: Periodically check the Garmin website for software updates. Keeping your device's software
current ensures access to the latest features and performance enhancements.

Protective Cover: Use the provided protective cover when the unit is not in use to shield the screen from
scratches and environmental elements.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your GPSMAP 1042xsv, refer to the following basic troubleshooting steps. For more
complex problems, consult the full owner's manual or Garmin support.

Unit Does Not Power On: Verify that the power cable is securely connected to both the unit and the power
source. Check the vessel's fuse or circuit breaker.

No GPS Signal: Ensure the unit has a clear view of the sky. Avoid mounting locations that obstruct the internal
GPS antenna.

No Sonar Data: Confirm that a compatible transducer is properly connected to the unit. Check transducer cable
for damage. Ensure sonar is enabled in the settings.

Screen Freezes or Responds Slowly: Try restarting the unit. If the issue persists, perform a software update or
a factory reset (note: a factory reset will erase user data).
