1. INTRODUCTION AND SAFETY INFORMATION

This manual provides essential instructions for the safe and effective use of your DEWALT DWE4238-QS
150mm 1400W Mini-Angle Grinder. Please read and understand all safety warnings, instructions,
illustrations, and specifications provided with this power tool before use. Failure to follow all instructions
listed below may result in electric shock, fire, and/or serious injury.

Intended Use

The DEWALT DWE4238-QS mini-angle grinder is designed for professional grinding, cutting, and brushing
of metal and stone materials without the use of water. It is suitable for use with appropriate grinding,
cutting, and wire brush accessories. Do not use this tool for purposes other than those specified.

General Power Tool Safety Warnings

Work Area Safety: Keep the work area clean and well-lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.
Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids,
gases, or dust.

Electrical Safety: Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not
use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces.

2. COMPONENTS OVERVIEW
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Your DEWALT DWE4238-QS mini-angle grinder typically includes the following main components:

Grinder Body with Motor Housing

Side Handle (Auxiliary Handle)

Protective Guard

Spindle Lock Button

On/Off Switch

Power Cord

3. SETUP AND ASSEMBLY

Attaching the Side Handle

The side handle can be screwed into either side of the gear housing, depending on your preference and
the application. Ensure it is tightened securely before operation to maintain control of the tool.

Adjusting the Protective Guard

The protective guard must always be used. Adjust its position to provide maximum protection for the



operator, shielding against sparks and debris. Loosen the guard clamp screw, rotate the guard to the
desired position, and then securely tighten the clamp screw.

Mounting Grinding/Cutting Discs

1. Ensure the tool is unplugged from the power source.

2. Press and hold the spindle lock button to prevent the spindle from rotating.

3. Place the inner flange onto the spindle.

4. Position the grinding or cutting disc onto the inner flange, ensuring it sits flat.

5. Thread the outer flange (locking nut) onto the spindle and tighten it firmly using the provided spanner
wrench. Do not overtighten.

6. Release the spindle lock button.

Always use discs that are rated for the maximum RPM of the grinder and are appropriate for the material
being worked on. Inspect discs for damage before each use.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Powering On and Off

To Turn On: Plug the tool into a suitable power outlet. For models with a slide switch, push the
switch forward until it locks into the ON position. For paddle switch models, depress the paddle
switch.

To Turn Off: For slide switch models, push the rear of the switch to release it to the OFF position.
For paddle switch models, release the paddle switch.

Working Techniques

Grinding: Hold the grinder firmly with both hands. Apply light pressure and move the tool evenly
across the workpiece. Avoid excessive pressure, which can reduce efficiency and damage the disc.

Cutting: Use a cutting disc and ensure the workpiece is securely clamped. Make straight cuts with a
steady, controlled motion. Do not twist or bend the cutting disc, as this can cause kickback or disc
breakage.

Safety During Operation: Always wear appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE), including
safety glasses, hearing protection, gloves, and a dust mask. Ensure bystanders are at a safe
distance. Be aware of sparks and hot debris.

5. MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures the longevity and safe operation of your angle grinder. Always unplug the
tool before performing any maintenance.

Cleaning: Periodically clean the ventilation slots to prevent overheating. Use compressed air to blow
out dust and debris from the motor housing. Do not use water or chemical cleaners.

Cord Inspection: Regularly inspect the power cord for damage, cuts, or fraying. If damaged, have it
replaced by a qualified service technician.

Accessory Inspection: Before each use, inspect grinding and cutting discs for cracks, chips, or
wear. Replace damaged accessories immediately.

Storage: Store the grinder in a dry, secure location out of reach of children.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING



If you encounter issues with your DEWALT DWE4238-QS, refer to the following common troubleshooting
steps:

Tool Does Not Start:

Check if the power cord is securely plugged into a functional outlet.

Verify that the power switch is in the 'ON' position.

Inspect the power cord for damage.

Excessive Vibration:

Ensure the grinding/cutting disc is correctly mounted and securely tightened.

Check the disc for damage or imbalance; replace if necessary.

Ensure the side handle is securely fastened.

Overheating:

Clean the ventilation slots to ensure proper airflow.

Avoid continuous heavy-duty operation; allow the tool to cool periodically.

Ensure you are not applying excessive pressure during operation.
