INTRODUCTION

The DELTA DPS60M is a high-efficiency, compact, lightweight, and high-performance switching power supply
designed for use with 12-volt DC electronics. It is compatible with both 110V AC and 220V AC power sources,
making it suitable for various applications including Ham/CB radios, linear amplifiers, and car stereo equipment.
This manual provides essential information for the safe and effective operation of your DPS60M power supply.

SAFETY INFORMATION

Please read and understand all safety instructions before operating the DELTA DPS60M power supply. Failure
to follow these instructions may result in electric shock, fire, or serious injury.

The unit features Electronic Overload Protection with Auto Reset to prevent damage from excessive
current draw.

Short Circuit Thermal Protection Indicator is included for enhanced safety.

Over-Voltage Protection safeguards connected devices from voltage spikes.

The power supply is Fuse Protected. Ensure to replace fuses with the same type and rating (F8A 250V).

Always use the 3 Prong Grounded AC Plug for proper grounding.

WARNING: Do not touch an extremely hot surface. Allow the unit to cool before handling.

SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

1. Unpacking: Carefully remove the power supply from its packaging and inspect for any damage.

2. Voltage Selection: Locate the voltage selector switch on the rear panel. Ensure it is set to the correct AC
input voltage for your region (110V or 220V).

3. AC Power Connection: Connect the provided 3-prong AC power cord to the power supply's AC inlet and
then to a grounded wall outlet.

4. DC Output Connection:

Identify the red (+) and black (-) binding post connectors on the rear panel.

Connect your 12V DC device's positive lead to the red (+) terminal and the negative lead to the
black (-) terminal. Ensure connections are secure to prevent arcing or short circuits.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Power On/Off: Use the front-mounted power switch to turn the unit ON or OFF. A green LED indicator will



illuminate when the unit is powered on.

2. Voltage Adjustment: The DPS60M features a voltage adjustment knob that allows output voltage from
9VDC to 15VDC. A preset switch can quickly return the output to 13.8VDC.

3. Volt/Amp Meter: The front panel includes an LED backlit VU meter that can display either voltage
(VOLTS) or amperage (AMP). Use the meter switch to select the desired reading.

4. Noise Offset Control: The Noise Offset Volume control helps minimize pulse noise from the switching
circuit, improving audio clarity for communication equipment. Adjust as needed.

5. Cigarette Lighter Port: A front-facing cigarette lighter port provides convenient power for charging
phones or accessories (Max 10A).

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Keep the unit clean and free from dust. Use a soft, dry cloth for cleaning. Do not use liquid
cleaners.

Cooling Fan: The built-in cooling fan helps maintain optimal operating temperature. Ensure the fan vents
are not obstructed.

Fuse Replacement: If the unit fails to power on, check the fuse located on the rear panel. Replace only
with a fuse of the same type and rating (F8A 250V).

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Unit does not power
on.

No AC input power, faulty
power cord, blown fuse.

Check AC power connection. Test power cord.
Replace fuse (F8A 250V) if blown.

Output voltage is
incorrect or unstable.

Voltage adjustment knob
setting, internal fault.

Adjust the voltage knob or use the 13.8V preset. If
problem persists, contact support.

Power supply shuts
down unexpectedly.

Overload, over-voltage, or
thermal protection
activated.

Reduce load on the power supply. Check for short
circuits. Ensure adequate ventilation. Allow unit to cool
down.

Excessive noise on
communication
equipment.

Switching circuit noise.
Adjust the Noise Offset Volume control to minimize
interference.
