INTRODUCTION

This manual provides detailed instructions for the installation, operation, and maintenance of your PSLER
Rear Seat Fairing Cover Cowl. This product is designed to replace the passenger seat on specific Honda
CBR600RR models, offering a sleek, single-seat appearance. Please read this manual thoroughly before
installation to ensure proper fitment and safe use.

SAFETY INFORMATION

Ensure the motorcycle is stable and on a level surface before beginning installation.

Always wear appropriate safety gear, such as gloves and eye protection, during installation.

Do not force components during installation. If parts do not fit, re-check compatibility and instructions.

After installation, verify that the cowl is securely attached and does not interfere with any motorcycle
controls or moving parts.

This product is intended for aesthetic modification and does not provide passenger seating.

PACKAGE CONTENTS

Please verify that all components are present and undamaged upon opening the package.

COMPATIBILITY

This rear seat fairing cover cowl is specifically designed for the following motorcycle model:

Honda CBR600RR: 2013, 2014, 2015 models.

Ensure your motorcycle's make, model, and year match the compatibility list before proceeding with
installation.

SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Follow these steps carefully to install the rear seat fairing cover cowl.

1. Prepare the Motorcycle: Ensure the motorcycle is turned off and stable. Remove the existing
passenger seat by unlocking it with your ignition key (refer to your motorcycle's owner's manual for
specific instructions if needed).

2. Inspect the Cowl: Examine the PSLER Rear Seat Fairing Cover Cowl for any damage or
manufacturing defects. Familiarize yourself with the mounting points on the underside of the cowl.

3. Align the Cowl: Carefully align the front tabs of the cowl with the corresponding slots on the
motorcycle's subframe, where the original passenger seat was attached.

4. Secure the Cowl: Press down firmly on the rear of the cowl until the latch mechanism engages and
you hear a click. This secures the cowl in place, similar to how the passenger seat locks.

5. Verify Security: Gently attempt to lift the cowl to ensure it is securely locked. It should not move or
wobble. If it does, repeat steps 3 and 4.



OPERATING (USAGE)

Once installed, the rear seat fairing cover cowl provides a streamlined aesthetic. It is not designed to
support a passenger or carry significant weight. To remove the cowl, use your ignition key in the seat lock
mechanism, similar to removing the original passenger seat.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Clean the cowl with a soft cloth and mild, non-abrasive soap and water. Avoid harsh
chemicals or abrasive cleaners that could damage the finish.

Inspection: Periodically check the cowl for any signs of damage, cracks, or loose fitment. Ensure
the locking mechanism remains functional.

Storage: If removing the cowl for storage, keep it in a clean, dry place away from direct sunlight and
extreme temperatures to prevent material degradation.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Cowl does not fit: Double-check the compatibility section to ensure your motorcycle model and year
are listed. Verify that the original passenger seat was removed correctly and that no obstructions are
present. Some minor adjustments or careful alignment may be required.

Cowl is loose after installation: Ensure the cowl is fully seated and the locking mechanism has
engaged. Re-attempt installation, ensuring the front tabs are correctly inserted and the rear is
pressed down firmly until it clicks into place.

Scratches or surface imperfections: Minor surface imperfections can sometimes occur during
manufacturing or shipping. For significant damage, contact the seller.
