5. Installation

Follow these steps to properly install the YCP320 Plate Compactor Pad onto your YARDMAX YC0850
compactor:

1. Prepare the Compactor: Ensure the YARDMAX YCO0850 plate compactor is powered off, the engine
is cool, and the spark plug wire is disconnected. Position the compactor on a stable, flat surface.

2. Locate Mounting Points: Identify the pre-drilled mounting holes on the base plate of your YC0850
compactor.

3. Align the Pad: Carefully place the YCP320 pad onto the compactor's base plate, aligning the holes
on the pad with the mounting holes on the compactor.

4. Secure with Hardware: Insert the provided bolts through the aligned holes from the top of the pad



and compactor base. Attach washers and nuts to the bolts from underneath.

5. Tighten Fasteners: Using appropriate tools, securely tighten all nuts and bolts. Ensure the pad is
firmly attached and does not shift. Avoid overtightening, which could damage the pad or compactor.

6. Final Check: Verify that the pad is evenly seated and all hardware is secure before operating the

compactor.

6. Operation

A
severely worn or damaged pad should be replaced immediately to prevent damage to surfaces.

« Hardware Check: Regularly check the tightness of all mounting hardware. Vibrations during

operation can cause fasteners to loosen over time.

« Storage: Store the compactor with the pad attached in a clean, dry area, away from direct sunlight

and extreme temperatures.

Stop compactor immediately. Re-tighten all mounting bolts
and nuts. Ensure correct installation as per Section 5.

Inspect the pad for damage or embedded foreign objects.
Clean the pad thoroughly. Replace the pad if it is
significantly worn or damaged.

Ensure the pad is oriented correctly and carefully align all
holes before inserting bolts. Do not force the pad into
place.
