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INTRODUCTION

SETUP

1. Insert Battery: Locate the battery compartment on the underside of the mouse. Insert one AA battery, ensuring
correct polarity. The mouse requires 1 AA battery, which is included.

2. Retrieve USB Dongle: The USB dongle is typically stored within a small slot on the underside of the mouse for
convenient transport. Gently pull it out.

3. Connect Dongle: Plug the USB-A dongle into an available USB port on your computer.

4. Power On: Locate the On/Off switch on the underside of the mouse and slide it to the "On" position.

5. System Recognition: Your computer should automatically detect and install the necessary drivers. This is a plug-
and-play device, so no manual driver installation is typically required.

The mouse is plug-and-play compatible with various operating systems and includes a storable USB-A dongle and an AA battery.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Button Functions



Overview of the six buttons and their functions for full control.

Left Button: Standard primary click function.

Right Button: Standard secondary click function (context menu).

Scroll Wheel: Scroll up or down through documents and web pages. Can also be pressed for middle-click
functionality.

DPI Switch: Located near the scroll wheel, press this button to cycle through DPI settings (1000, 1400, 1800).

"One Page Back" Button: Located on the side, navigates back in web browsers or file explorers.

"One Page Ahead" Button: Located on the side, navigates forward in web browsers or file explorers.

Adjusting DPI Sensitivity

The Hama RF Wireless Optical Mouse offers three adjustable DPI (Dots Per Inch) settings to suit different tasks and
preferences:

1000 DPI (Slow): Ideal for precise tasks, graphic design, or general private use where slower cursor movement is
preferred.



1400 DPI (Medium): A balanced setting suitable for everyday office work and general computing.

1800 DPI (Fast): Recommended for gaming or tasks requiring rapid cursor movement across large screens.

To change the DPI setting, simply press the DPI switch button located on the top of the mouse, behind the scroll wheel.
Each press will cycle to the next sensitivity level.

Choose your preferred cursor speed with the adjustable DPI settings: 1000 DPI for slow, 1400 DPI for medium, and 1800 DPI for fast.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the surface of the mouse. For stubborn dirt, a slightly damp cloth can be
used, but ensure no moisture enters the internal components. Avoid abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Optical Sensor: Periodically check the optical sensor on the underside of the mouse for dust or debris. Clean gently
with a cotton swab if necessary.

Battery Replacement: When the mouse performance degrades or the battery indicator (if present) signals low
power, replace the AA battery. Ensure the mouse is switched off before replacing the battery.

Storage: When not in use for extended periods, switch off the mouse to conserve battery life. Store the USB dongle



in its designated slot on the mouse to prevent loss.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Mouse not
responding

Battery is low or depleted.

Mouse is switched off.

USB dongle is not properly
connected.

Interference from other wireless
devices.

Replace the AA battery.

Ensure the On/Off switch is in the "On" position.

Unplug and re-plug the USB dongle. Try a different USB port.

Move the mouse closer to the USB dongle or away from other
wireless devices.

Erratic cursor
movement

Dirty optical sensor.

Using the mouse on an unsuitable
surface.

Low battery.

Clean the optical sensor on the underside of the mouse.

Use a mouse pad or a non-reflective, uniform surface.

Replace the AA battery.

Side buttons not
working

Application does not support
forward/back functions.

Software conflict.

Test buttons in a web browser (e.g., Chrome, Firefox).

Restart your computer. Check for any third-party mouse
software that might be interfering.
