H.265 (HEVC)
technology reduces file size, resulting in more efficient storage and less bandwidth usage for your video
stream, while maintaining backward compatibility with H.264 platforms.

SETUP

1. Physical Installation: Mount the camera in your desired outdoor location using appropriate hardware.
Ensure the camera is securely fastened and positioned for optimal viewing.

2. Network Connection: Connect an Ethernet cable from your PoE injector or PoE switch to the camera's
RJ45 Ethernet port. This single cable provides both power and data connectivity.

3. Initial Configuration: Access the camera's web interface via a computer connected to the same
network. Use the Amcrest IP Config tool to find the camera's IP address. Follow the on-screen prompts
to set up a secure password and configure basic network settings.

4. Mobile App Setup: Download the Amcrest View app from the App Store or Google Play. Create an
account or log in, then add your camera by scanning the QR code on the camera or manually entering its



details.

OPERATING THE CAMERA

Using the Amcrest View App

Live View: Open the Amcrest View app and select your camera to view live footage from anywhere.

Playback: Access recorded footage stored on your MicroSD card, NVR, or Amcrest Cloud directly
through the app.

Motion Alerts: Enable motion detection and receive instant notifications on your smartphone when
activity is detected. Customize detection zones and sensitivity settings.

Digital Zoom: Utilize the 16x digital zoom feature to get a closer look at specific areas within the
camera's view.

PC/Mac Access

View live feeds and playback recordings professionally on a PC or Mac using Amcrest Surveillance Pro or
Blue Iris Professional software. The camera is also compatible with various web browsers (IE, Safari, Firefox



49.0, and Chrome with Amcrest Web View Extension).

MAINTENANCE

Regular Cleaning: Periodically clean the camera lens and housing with a soft, damp cloth to ensure clear image
quality. Avoid abrasive cleaners.

Firmware Updates: Regularly check for and install firmware updates to ensure optimal performance, security, and
access to new features. Updates are typically available through the Amcrest website or app.

Cable Inspection: Inspect the Ethernet cable and connections periodically for any signs of wear or damage,
especially in outdoor environments.

TROUBLESHOOTING

No Power: Ensure the PoE connection is secure and the PoE injector/switch is powered on. Verify the Ethernet
cable is functioning correctly.

No Video/Offline: Check network connectivity. Ensure the camera's IP address is correct and accessible on your
network. Restart the camera and your router/switch.

Poor Image Quality: Clean the camera lens. Ensure there are no obstructions in the field of view. Check network
bandwidth if streaming is choppy.

Motion Alerts Not Working: Verify motion detection settings in the app or web interface. Ensure notification
settings are enabled on your device.
