1. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The Energizer 40776 LED Motion-Activated Wireless Flood Light is designed to provide instant, bright
illumination for outdoor spaces. This battery-operated security light features two adjustable LED heads,
motion detection, and weather-resistant construction for reliable year-round use.
Key Features:

800 Lumens: Provides powerful illumination.

Motion-Activated: Detects motion up to 25 feet within a 120-degree angle.

Wireless & Battery Operated: Requires 4 D batteries (not included) for easy, wire-free installation.

Adjustable Heads: Each light head rotates 280° vertically, and the base swivels 180° horizontally for
precise light direction.

Weather-Resistant: IP54 rated for outdoor use, designed to withstand various weather conditions.

Automatic Shut-off: Lights turn off 20 seconds after motion is no longer detected.

2. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Follow these steps for proper installation of your Energizer Flood Light.

2.1 Package Contents

Energizer Motion-Activated Wireless LED Spotlight (Model 40776)

Mounting hardware (screws and anchors)

Note: 4 D batteries are required and not included in the package.

2.2 Battery Installation

1. Locate the battery compartment on the back of the flood light unit.

2. Open the battery compartment cover.

3. Insert 4 D batteries, ensuring correct polarity (+/-).

4. Securely close the battery compartment cover.

2.3 Mounting the Light

The separate mounting plate allows for quick and easy installation and battery access.

1. Choose a suitable outdoor location for mounting, such as an entry door, porch, patio, fence post,
shed, garage, or driveway. Ensure the location allows for optimal motion detection and light
coverage.

2. Use the included screws and anchors to securely attach the mounting plate to the desired surface.

3. Once the mounting plate is secure, attach the flood light unit to the plate.

3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Motion Detection

The flood light is equipped with a motion sensor that activates the lights in dark settings when movement is
detected. The sensor has a detection range of up to 25 feet and a 120-degree angle.

When motion is detected, the LED lights will turn on automatically.

The lights will remain on as long as motion is continuously detected within the sensor's range.

After motion is no longer detected, the lights will automatically turn off after approximately 20
seconds.

3.2 Adjusting Light Position

The dual light heads and base are designed for maximum flexibility to direct light where it's needed most.

Each light head can be rotated vertically up to 280 degrees.

The entire base of the light can be swiveled horizontally up to 180 degrees.

Gently adjust the light heads and base to achieve the desired illumination angle and coverage.

4. MAINTENANCE

4.1 Battery Replacement

When the light output diminishes or the unit stops activating, it is time to replace the batteries.

1. Remove the flood light unit from its mounting plate.

2. Open the battery compartment.

3. Remove the old D batteries and dispose of them according to local regulations.

4. Insert 4 new D batteries, ensuring correct polarity.

5. Close the battery compartment and reattach the unit to the mounting plate.

4.2 Cleaning

To ensure optimal performance and longevity, periodically clean the flood light.

Wipe the exterior of the light with a soft, damp cloth.

Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents, as these may damage the finish or components.



Ensure the motion sensor lens is clear of dirt and debris for proper operation.

4.3 Weather Resistance

The Energizer 40776 is designed to be weather-resistant (IP54 rated) for outdoor use. While it can
withstand rain and various weather conditions, avoid submerging the unit in water.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

If your flood light is not functioning as expected, refer to the following common issues and solutions:

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Light does not turn on.

Batteries are dead or
incorrectly installed.

Insufficient darkness (light
sensor active).

Motion sensor obstructed or
dirty.

Replace batteries, ensuring
correct polarity.

Test in a darker environment.

Clean the motion sensor lens.

Light stays on too long or
turns on frequently without
apparent motion.

Sensor detecting movement
from trees, animals, or
passing vehicles.

Sensor is too sensitive.

Adjust the angle of the light heads
or reposition the unit to minimize
false triggers.

Ensure the sensor is not directly
facing high-traffic areas or heat
sources.

Light is dim. Low battery power.
Replace batteries with new D
batteries.
