1. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the Tesvor KF-001YZH Robot Vacuum Cleaner. This intelligent cleaning device is
designed to simplify your daily cleaning routine, offering efficient and thorough cleaning for various floor types.
Please read this manual carefully before operating the device to ensure proper usage and maintenance.

3. ProbucT FEATURES

Smart Mapping System: Plans efficient S-shape cleaning paths for full home coverage.

App & Voice Controls: Compatible with Alexa and Google Home for voice commands. Use the smart app
for real-time map, customized cleaning, status checks, and scheduling.

Powerful Cleaning: V-shape dual rolling brushes and brushless motor provide high suction for dust, debris,
and pet hair with low noise.

Safety Sensors: Equipped with fall prevention and anti-collision sensors, plus climbing capabilities.
Self-Charging: Automatically returns to the charging dock when battery is low.

Ultra-Thin Design: Low profile (2.9 inches) to clean under furniture.
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« Large Dustbox: 0.6L capacity for extended cleaning sessions.

4. SeTUP

4.1 Charging Dock Placement

Place the charging dock on a hard, level surface against a wall. Ensure there is at least 1 meter (3 feet) of clear
space on either side and 2 meters (6 feet) in front of the dock for optimal navigation. Plug the power adapter into
the dock and a wall outlet.

4.2 Initial Charging

Place the robot vacuum on the charging dock. Ensure the charging contacts align. The indicator light on the robot
will show charging status. Fully charge the robot before first use (approximately 4-5 hours).

4.3 Installing Side Brushes

Flip the robot vacuum over. Align the side brushes with the square posts on the bottom of the robot and press
down until they click into place. Ensure the brushes are securely attached.

4.4 App Connection (Optional)

Download the Tesvor app from your smartphone's app store. Follow the in-app instructions to connect your robot
vacuum to your home Wi-Fi network. Note: The robot vacuum only supports 2.4GHz Wi-Fi networks.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Preparing the Cleaning Area

Before starting a cleaning cycle, remove any obstacles such as cables, toys, or loose items from the floor to
prevent the robot from getting stuck or damaging items. For optimal performance, ensure the area is clear.

5.2 Starting a Cleaning Cycle

« Manual Start: Press the power button on the robot or the 'Auto’ button on the remote control.

o App Control: Use the Tesvor app to select a cleaning mode (Smart Clean, Spot Clean, Edge Clean) and
start the cleaning cycle.

« Voice Control: If connected to Alexa or Google Home, use voice commands like "Alexa, start cleaning with
Tesvor" or "Hey Google, tell Tesvor to start cleaning."

5.3 Cleaning Modes

« Smart Clean (Auto): The robot intelligently plans an S-shape path to cover the entire area.
« Spot Clean: The robot cleans a specific area in a spiral pattern for concentrated cleaning.

« Edge Clean: The robot cleans along walls and furniture edges.

5.4 Automatic Return to Charging

The robot vacuum will automatically return to its charging dock when its battery is low or when a cleaning cycle is
complete.

6. MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures optimal performance and extends the lifespan of your robot vacuum.

6.1 Emptying the Dustbin

Empty the dustbin after each cleaning cycle. Press the 'PULL' button on the top cover to open the dustbin
compartment, remove the dustbin, and discard collected debris.

6.2 Cleaning Filters

Clean the HEPA filter weekly using the provided cleaning tool. Replace the HEPA filter every 2-3 months, or as
needed, depending on usage. Wash the primary filter monthly and replace every 6-12 months.

6.3 Cleaning Brushes

Clean the side brushes and main rolling brush weekly to remove tangled hair or debris. Replace side brushes



every 3-6 months and the main brush every 6-12 months, or when visibly worn.

6.4 Cleaning Sensors and Charging Contacts

Wipe the anti-drop sensors, anti-collision sensors, and charging contacts on both the robot and the charging dock
weekly with a dry cloth to ensure proper function.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If your robot vacuum encounters an issue, refer to the following common problems:

Robot not charging: Ensure the charging contacts are clean and the power adapter is securely plugged in.

« Robot gets stuck frequently: Clear obstacles from the cleaning path. Use the magnetic boundary strip to
block off problem areas if necessary.

« Poor cleaning performance: Empty the dustbin, clean or replace filters, and clean/replace brushes.

« App connectivity issues: Ensure your Wi-Fi is 2.4GHz and the robot is within range. Restart your router
and the robot.

« Robot makes unusual noises: Check for debris tangled in the main brush or side brushes. Clean them
thoroughly.
