3. SETUP

3.1 Charging the Battery

1. Ensure the battery pack is clean and dry before charging.

2. Connect the charger to a standard electrical outlet.

3. Slide the battery pack onto the charger until it clicks into place.
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. Allow the battery to charge fully. The charger typically indicates charging status (e.g., red for charging, green
for fully charged). A full charge usually takes approximately 1 hour.

5. Once charged, disconnect the battery from the charger and unplug the charger from the outlet.

3.2 Installing the Battery

o Align the charged battery pack with the base of the impact wrench.

« Slide the battery pack into the tool until it locks securely into position. Ensure it is firmly seated to prevent
accidental dislodgement during operation.

3.3 Attaching Sockets

o Select the appropriate 1/2 inch square drive socket for your application.

o Push the socket firmly onto the 1/2 inch square drive anvil until it clicks into place. Ensure the socket is
securely attached before use.



4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Powering On/Off and Variable Speed Control

o To power on the tool, press the variable speed trigger. The speed of the tool is controlled by the amount of
pressure applied to the trigger.

o To power off, release the trigger.

4.2 Forward/Reverse Rotation

The forward/reverse button (typically located above the trigger) controls the direction of rotation.

Push the button to the left for forward rotation (tightening).

Push the button to the right for reverse rotation (loosening).

Ensure the tool is completely stopped before changing the direction of rotation.

4.3 3-Mode Control

The tool features a 3-mode control system, allowing for optimal speed and torque settings for various applications.
Refer to the tool's interface for selecting the desired mode.

4.4 Auto Brake in Reverse Function

o This function is designed to automatically stop the impact wrench when a bolt is loose during reverse rotation,
preventing over-loosening or dropping the fastener.

o To activate or deactivate this function, press the button labeled "B" on the tool's control panel.

4.5 LED Work Light

o The integrated LED light illuminates the work area when the trigger is pressed, improving visibility in dimly lit
conditions.
