1. INTRODUCTION

Power Supply: Ensure the TV is connected to a power source that matches the voltage specified on the rating
label.

Ventilation: Do not block ventilation openings. Allow adequate space around the TV for proper airflow to
prevent overheating.

Water and Moisture: Do not expose the TV to rain, moisture, or place objects filled with liquids on it.

Cleaning: Unplug the TV before cleaning. Use a soft, dry cloth. Do not use liquid or aerosol cleaners.

Placement: Place the TV on a stable, level surface or mount it securely to a wall using a VESA-compatible
bracket.

Lightning: During lightning storms or when unused for long periods, unplug the TV from the wall outlet.

4. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

5. SETUP

5.1 Assembling the Stand or Wall Mounting

Stand Assembly: Carefully place the TV screen-down on a soft, flat surface. Attach the two stand pieces to the
designated slots on the bottom of the TV using the provided screws. Ensure they are securely fastened.
Wall Mounting: The TV supports VESA 100x100 mm mounting. Purchase a compatible wall mount bracket
separately. Follow the instructions provided with your wall mount bracket for safe installation. Ensure the wall can
support the weight of the TV.

5.2 Connecting Power

Connect the power cable to the TV's power input and then plug it into a wall outlet.

5.3 Connecting Antenna/Cable

Connect your terrestrial antenna or cable TV signal to the 'ANT IN' port on the rear of the TV.

5.4 Connecting External Devices

HDMI Devices: Connect devices like Blu-ray players, game consoles, or streaming boxes to the HDMI ports.

USB Devices: Insert USB storage devices into the USB ports for media playback or PVR recording.

AV Devices: Use the AV input for older devices such as VCRs.

5.5 First Time Setup Wizard

Upon first power-on, the TV will guide you through an initial setup process. This typically includes:



Language selection

Country/Region selection

Channel scanning (DVB-T/T2, DVB-C, DVB-S/S2)

Time and date settings

6. OPERATING

6.1 Basic TV Functions

Power On/Off: Press the Power button on the remote control or the TV.

Channel Selection: Use the CH+/- buttons or number buttons on the remote.

Volume Control: Use the VOL+/- buttons on the remote.

Mute: Press the Mute button to temporarily silence the audio.

6.2 Menu Navigation

Press the 'MENU' button on the remote to access the main menu. Use the arrow buttons to navigate through options
and 'OK' to confirm selections. 'EXIT' or 'BACK' buttons return to the previous screen or exit the menu.

6.3 Source Selection

Press the 'SOURCE' button on the remote to switch between different input sources (e.g., TV, HDMI1, HDMI2, AV,
USB).

6.4 PVR Functionality (Recording and Playback)

The TV supports USB PVR (Personal Video Recorder) functionality. Connect a USB storage device (e.g., USB flash
drive or external hard drive) to one of the USB ports to record live TV programs or play back stored media.

6.7 Audio Settings

The TV features 2x8W stereo speakers with Dolby Audio and Dolby Digital Plus for enhanced sound quality. Adjust
audio settings, including sound mode and equalizer, through the Audio menu.

7. MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance ensures the longevity of your TV:

Screen Cleaning: Gently wipe the screen with a soft, lint-free cloth. For stubborn marks, slightly dampen the
cloth with water or a specialized screen cleaner (apply to cloth, not directly to screen).

Cabinet Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the TV cabinet.

Dusting: Regularly dust the ventilation openings to prevent dust buildup.

Storage: If storing the TV for an extended period, unplug it and cover it to protect from dust.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your TV, refer to the following common problems and solutions:

Problem Possible Solution

No power
Check if the power cable is securely plugged into the TV and the wall outlet. Ensure the
wall outlet is functional.

No picture, but
sound is present

Check the input source. Ensure the connected device is powered on and sending a signal.
Try a different HDMI cable.

No sound, but
picture is present

Check the volume level and ensure the TV is not muted. Verify audio settings in the menu.
If using external speakers, check their connections.

Remote control not
working

Replace the batteries in the remote control. Ensure there are no obstructions between the
remote and the TV's IR sensor.

Poor picture quality
Check antenna connection. If using an external device, check its output resolution and
cable quality. Adjust picture settings in the TV menu.
