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1. INTRODUCTION

The armature magneto ignition coil is a critical component in small engines, responsible for generating the high
voltage required to create a spark at the spark plug. This spark ignites the fuel-air mixture, allowing the engine to
start and run. The P SeekPro 715023 coil is engineered for reliable performance and direct fitment in compatible
Briggs and Stratton engines.

4. SAFETY INFORMATION

Always prioritize safety when working with engine components. Failure to follow safety precautions can result in
serious injury or damage to equipment.

Disconnect Power: Before beginning any work on the engine, ensure the spark plug wire is disconnected
and the battery (if applicable) is disconnected to prevent accidental starting or electrical shock.

Engine Cool Down: Allow the engine to cool completely before handling any components to avoid burns.

Eye Protection: Always wear appropriate eye protection to shield against debris or unexpected sparks.

Gloves: Wear work gloves to protect hands from sharp edges, hot surfaces, and chemicals.

Ventilation: Work in a well-ventilated area, especially if dealing with fuel or cleaning agents.

Consult Engine Manual: Refer to your specific engine's service manual for detailed safety instructions and
procedures.

5. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Replacing an armature magneto ignition coil requires careful attention to detail. If you are unsure about any step, it
is recommended to seek assistance from a qualified service technician or consult your engine's official service
manual.

Required Tools:

Wrench set or socket set

Feeler gauge (for setting air gap)

Screwdriver (if applicable)

Installation Steps:

1. Prepare the Engine: Ensure the engine is off and cool. Disconnect the spark plug wire from the spark plug.

2. Locate the Old Coil: The ignition coil is typically mounted near the flywheel, often secured by two bolts. The
spark plug wire will lead directly from it.

3. Remove the Old Coil: Carefully disconnect any wires attached to the coil (e.g., kill switch wire). Use a
wrench or socket to remove the mounting bolts. Retain these bolts if they are in good condition.

4. Install the New Coil: Position the new P SeekPro 715023 ignition coil in place. Insert the mounting bolts,
but do not tighten them completely yet.

5. Set the Air Gap: This is a critical step. Insert a non-magnetic feeler gauge (typically 0.008-0.012 inches,
consult your engine manual for the exact specification) between the coil's laminations (the metal legs) and
the flywheel magnets. Rotate the flywheel until the magnets are directly under the coil's laminations.



6. Tighten Mounting Bolts: While holding the feeler gauge in place, firmly tighten the coil's mounting bolts.
Once tightened, remove the feeler gauge. The coil should now be properly spaced from the flywheel.

7. Connect Wires: Reconnect any wires that were detached, ensuring they are securely fastened.

8. Reconnect Spark Plug Wire: Firmly attach the spark plug boot to the spark plug.

9. Test: Attempt to start the engine to verify proper installation and function.

6. OPERATION

Once correctly installed, the armature magneto ignition coil operates automatically as part of the engine's ignition
system. It generates the necessary electrical pulse to fire the spark plug, initiating combustion within the engine
cylinders. No user intervention is required for the coil's operation after installation.

7. MAINTENANCE

The P SeekPro ignition coil is designed for durability and typically requires minimal direct maintenance. However,
regular engine maintenance contributes to the longevity and performance of all components, including the ignition
coil.

Keep Clean: Ensure the area around the ignition coil and flywheel is free from dirt, debris, and oil buildup,
which can interfere with its function or cause overheating.

Inspect Wires: Periodically check the spark plug wire and any other connected wires for signs of wear,
cracks, or damage. Replace if necessary.

Spark Plug Condition: A fouled or worn spark plug can put undue stress on the ignition coil. Replace spark
plugs according to your engine manufacturer's recommendations.

Air Gap: While not typically a routine adjustment, if ignition issues arise, re-checking the air gap between
the coil and flywheel may be necessary.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING



If your engine experiences ignition-related problems after installing the new coil, consider the following
troubleshooting steps:

No Spark:

Verify the spark plug wire is securely connected to both the coil and the spark plug.

Check the spark plug itself. A faulty spark plug will prevent ignition.

Ensure the kill switch wire (if present) is not grounded or damaged.

Re-check the air gap between the coil and the flywheel. An incorrect gap can prevent spark
generation.

Weak or Intermittent Spark:

Inspect the spark plug wire for damage or poor connections.

Ensure the coil's mounting bolts are tight and providing a good ground connection to the engine block.

Confirm the air gap is set correctly.

Engine Misfires or Runs Roughly:

While potentially ignition-related, also check fuel delivery, carburetor settings, and engine
compression.

Ensure the spark plug is clean and correctly gapped.

If problems persist after these checks, it is advisable to consult a professional engine mechanic.
