Introduction

This manual provides essential information for the safe installation, operation, and maintenance of your
Lithonia Lighting Basics LED Emergency Light (Model EU2C M6). Please read these instructions
thoroughly before installation and retain them for future reference. This emergency light is designed to
provide reliable illumination during power outages in commercial and industrial settings.

Important Safety Instructions

When using electrical equipment, basic safety precautions should always be followed, including the
following:

+ Read and follow all safety instructions.
o Do not use outdoors.
« Do not mount near gas or electric heaters.

o Equipment should be mounted in locations and at heights where it will not be readily subjected to
tampering by unauthorized personnel.

o The use of accessory equipment not recommended by the manufacturer may cause an unsafe
condition.

« Do not use this equipment for other than its intended use.
o Servicing of this equipment should be performed by qualified service personnel only.

« Disconnect AC power before servicing.

Setup and Installation

The Lithonia Lighting Basics LED Emergency Light is designed for wall-mount installation only, compatible
with universal J-box setups. Ensure all local and national electrical codes are followed during installation.

Mounting Location and Spacing

For optimal performance and code compliance, mount the fixture no higher than 8 feet from the floor. For
adequate illumination along a 3-foot path of egress, fixtures should be spaced no farther apart than 14
feet. For a 6-foot path of egress, spacing should not exceed 11 feet. Always consult NFPA 101 Life Safety
Code and local building codes for specific requirements.

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Wiring Instructions

The unit operates on either 120V or 277V AC input. Connect the appropriate power supply wires to the



fixture's wiring. The internal rechargeable nickel-cadmium battery is typically pre-installed and connected.
Ensure all connections are secure and insulated.

Initial Battery Charge

After installation and connecting to AC power, allow the unit to charge for a minimum of 24 hours to ensure
the battery is fully charged and ready for emergency operation. The status indicator light will typically be
green when charging and fully charged.

Operating Instructions

The Lithonia Lighting Basics LED Emergency Light operates automatically.
Normal Operation

When AC power is present, the unit's battery will be charging, and the status indicator light will be
illuminated (typically green). The LED lamp heads will remain off.

Emergency Operation

Upon loss of AC power, the unit will automatically switch to battery backup mode, and the LED lamp heads
will illuminate. The unit provides a minimum of 90 minutes of illumination during a power outage.

Test Switch and Status Indicator

A test switch is located on the front of the unit. Pressing this switch simulates a power outage, causing the
LED lamp heads to illuminate, allowing for manual verification of battery and lamp functionality. The status
indicator light provides visual confirmation of the unit's operational status (e.g., charging, fully charged,
fault).

Maintenance

Regular maintenance ensures the continued reliability of your emergency light.
Routine Testing

Perform a monthly 30-second test by pressing the test switch. The LED lamp heads should illuminate.
Conduct an annual 90-minute discharge test to ensure the battery provides the required backup duration.
Self-diagnostic models perform these tests automatically and indicate any faults.

Battery Care

The unit uses a long-lasting, maintenance-free nickel-cadmium battery. While designed for durability,
batteries have a finite lifespan. If the unit fails to provide 90 minutes of illumination during an annual test
after a full 24-hour charge, the battery may need replacement. Contact qualified service personnel for
battery replacement.

Cleaning

Clean the exterior of the unit and lamp heads periodically with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use abrasive
cleaners or solvents.



Troubleshooting

Problem

LED lamp heads do not
illuminate during power
outage or test.

Status indicator light is off
or red.

Short emergency run time.

Possible Cause

No AC power, discharged
battery, faulty battery, faulty
lamp heads.

No AC power, battery fault,
unit fault.

Battery not fully charged,
aging battery.

Solution

Verify AC power. Allow 24-hour charge.
Test battery. Replace battery or unit if
necessary.

Verify AC power. Allow 24-hour charge.
If fault persists, contact service
personnel.

Ensure 24-hour charge. Replace battery
if run time remains short.

For issues not resolved by the above steps, contact qualified service personnel.
