INTRODUCTION

The Zerone L336 is a universal learning remote control designed to consolidate the functions of up to three
infrared (IR) remote controls for devices such as TVs, SAT boxes, and DVD players. It features an advanced copy
technology that allows it to accurately replicate IR codes from your original remotes, providing a unified control
solution for your home entertainment system. This manual provides instructions for setting up, operating, and
maintaining your L336 remote control.

PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The L336 remote control is equipped with 126 programmable keys across three device modes (TV, SAT, DVD),
allowing for extensive customization. Its design focuses on ease of use and reliable performance after initial setup.

Key Features:

Infrared Code Copying: Adopts fast code locating techniques to accurately copy codes and functions from
original IR remote controls.

Multi-Device Control: Provides 3 device modes (TV, SAT, DVD) and 126 keys available for learning.

One-Key Learning Function: Simplifies the process of copying functions, allowing for efficient batch
settings.

Permanent Memory: Retains learned settings even after battery replacement.

SETUP

1. Battery Installation

1. Locate the battery compartment cover on the back of the remote control.

2. Slide the cover downwards to open the compartment.

3. Insert two (2) AAA batteries, ensuring the correct polarity (+ and -) as indicated inside the compartment.

4. Slide the battery compartment cover back into place until it clicks securely.

Note: Batteries are not included with the remote control. Use new, high-quality AAA batteries for optimal
performance.

2. Initial Setup for Learning Function

The L336 remote control requires an original, working infrared remote control for each device you wish to control.
The L336 learns functions directly from these original remotes.

OPERATING THE LEARNING FUNCTION

Follow these steps to program the L336 remote control to learn functions from your original remote controls.
Ensure both remotes have fresh batteries and are within close proximity (approximately 1-3 cm) during the learning
process.

1. Enter Learning Mode: Press and hold the desired device button (e.g., TV, SAT, or DVD) for approximately
3 seconds until the red indicator light (usually near the POWER button) lights up and stays solid. This
indicates the remote is ready to learn.

2. Position Remotes: Place the L336 remote and your original remote control head-to-head, with their IR
emitters facing each other, about 1 to 3 centimeters apart.

3. Select Key to Learn: On the L336 remote, press the button you wish to program (e.g., POWER, VOL+,
CH+). The red indicator light on the L336 will start blinking slowly, waiting for the signal.

4. Transmit Signal: On your original remote control, press and hold the corresponding button (e.g., POWER,
VOL+, CH+). The red indicator light on the L336 will blink rapidly three times and then stay solid, indicating
successful learning.

5. Repeat for Other Keys: Repeat steps 3 and 4 for all other buttons you wish to program for the selected
device.

6. Exit Learning Mode: Once all desired keys are programmed for the current device, press the same device
button (e.g., TV, SAT, or DVD) again to exit learning mode. The red indicator light will turn off.

Repeat the entire process for other devices (SAT, DVD) if you wish to program them.

Using Learned Functions

After successfully programming the L336 remote, simply press the corresponding device button (TV, SAT, or DVD)
to select the device you want to control. Then, use the programmed buttons as you would with your original remote
control.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning

To clean the remote control, use a soft, dry cloth. For stubborn dirt, slightly dampen the cloth with water or a mild,
non-abrasive cleaner. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive materials, as these can damage the remote's
surface or internal components.

Battery Replacement

If the remote control's performance degrades or the indicator light does not respond as expected, it may be time to
replace the batteries. Refer to the "Battery Installation" section under Setup for instructions. The L336 features
permanent memory, so learned functions will not be lost when batteries are replaced.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Remote not responding:

Ensure batteries are correctly installed and have sufficient charge. Replace with new AAA batteries if
necessary.

Verify that the correct device mode (TV, SAT, DVD) is selected by pressing the corresponding button.

Ensure there are no obstructions between the remote and the device.

Learning function not working:

Confirm that the L336 remote is in learning mode (red indicator light solid).

Ensure the original remote control has working batteries and is transmitting a strong IR signal.

Adjust the distance between the L336 and the original remote (1-3 cm is ideal).

Ensure the IR emitters of both remotes are directly facing each other.



Try the learning process again, ensuring you press and hold the buttons firmly and for the correct
duration.

Short operating range:

Replace batteries with new ones.

Ensure the remote is pointed directly at the device's IR receiver.

Minimize sources of IR interference (e.g., direct sunlight, certain types of lighting).

Only some buttons learn, or specific buttons do not work:

Some original remotes may use different IR frequencies or protocols that are not compatible with the
L336's learning capabilities.

Re-attempt the learning process for the problematic buttons, ensuring precise alignment and timing.
