It features a powder-coated finish for rust
resistance and non-slip sleeves for floor protection.

SAFETY INFORMATION

Ensure all bolts are securely tightened before placing bicycles in the stand.

o Do not exceed the maximum weight capacity of the stand.

Place the stand on a flat, stable surface to prevent tipping.

o Keep children and pets away from the stand during assembly and when bikes are stored.

Regularly inspect the stand for any signs of wear or damage. Do not use if damaged.

1. Square Tube (1 piece)

. Hex Head Bolts (Quantity as needed for assembly)

Curved Washers (Quantity as needed for assembly)
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Long Metal Screws (Quantity as needed for assembly)

Note: Tools required for assembly (not included): 10mm wrench or socket, 4.5mm Allen wrench.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Follow these steps to assemble your ONETWOFIT Dual Bike Floor Stand. Refer to Figure 3 for visual
guidance.



Installation Steps

Figure 3: Installation Steps - Visual guide for assembling the bike stand.

1. Step 1: Assemble the Base
Attach the Square Tube (1) to the two Tubular Legs (2). Secure them using the Hex Head Bolts (6)
and Curved Washers (7). Ensure the non-slip sleeves on the Tubular Legs are facing downwards.

2. Step 2: Attach Wheel Supports and Upright Tubes
Insert the Wheel Support (3) and the four Upright Tubes (4) into the designated slots on the
assembled base. The Wheel Support should be positioned in the center, and the Upright Tubes on
either side. Secure these components using the Long Metal Screws (8).

3. Step 3: Install the Cross-piece
Attach the Cross-piece (5) between the two central Upright Tubes. This piece provides additional
stability. Secure it with the remaining Long Metal Screws (8).

4. Step 4: Final Tightening
Once all components are in place, carefully tighten all bolts and screws. Do not overtighten, as this
may warp the metal frame. Ensure the stand is stable and does not wobble.

Tip: If screw holes do not align perfectly, slightly loosen adjacent bolts, adjust the components, and then re-tighten.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS



The ONETWOFIT Dual Bike Floor Stand is designed for easy and convenient bicycle storage.
Storing Bicycles

1. Position the bike stand on a flat, stable surface in your desired storage location (e.g., garage, living
room, bedroom).

2. Roll your bicycle into one of the designated slots. The stand is designed to hold the bike upright by its
wheel.

3. For a second bicycle, roll it into the adjacent slot. You can store bikes facing the same direction or
opposite directions, depending on your space and preference.

Stable and Protective

Keep bikes in the stand and protect your floor

Compatibility

The stand is suitable for most bicycle tires, with a maximum tire size of 26 inches and a width of 2.5
inches. It may not be suitable for commuter bikes or bikes with larger or wider tires.

MAINTENANCE

To ensure the longevity and optimal performance of your bike stand, follow these simple maintenance
guidelines:

» Regular Cleaning: Wipe down the stand with a damp cloth to remove dust and dirt. Avoid abrasive
cleaners that could damage the powder-coated finish.

¢ Inspect for Damage: Periodically check all components for any signs of wear, rust, or damage. Pay
close attention to welds and connection points.

o Tighten Fasteners: Re-tighten all bolts and screws periodically to ensure the stand remains stable
and secure.

o Floor Protection: Ensure the non-slip bottom sleeves are intact to protect your flooring. Replace if
worn or damaged.



TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem

Stand wobbles after
assembly.

Bikes do not fit
securely.

Difficulty during
assembly (e.g., holes
not aligning).

SPECIFICATIONS

Possible Cause

Fasteners are not fully
tightened or the stand is on an
uneven surface.

Tire size exceeds maximum
compatibility.

Components may be slightly
misaligned or overtightened
prematurely.

Solution

Ensure all bolts and screws are securely
tightened. Move the stand to a flat, level
surface.

Verify your bicycle's tire size and width are
within the specified limits (max 26" diameter,
2.5" width).

Loosen all bolts slightly, adjust components to
align holes, then re-tighten gradually. Avoid
overtightening.
