Please read this manual thoroughly before using the television and retain it for future
reference. Your television features an X2 Master Engine processor for enhanced viewing, mobile device mirroring,
and 7 Shields protection for durability.

Safety Information

Always observe the following safety precautions to prevent fire, electric shock, or injury.

Power Source: Connect the TV only to an AC 220-240V, 50/60Hz power supply. Ensure the power cord is
securely plugged into the outlet and the TV.

Ventilation: Do not block ventilation openings. Allow adequate space around the TV for proper airflow to
prevent overheating.

Water and Moisture: Do not expose the TV to rain or moisture. Do not place objects filled with liquids, such
as vases, on the TV.

Cleaning: Unplug the TV before cleaning. Use a soft, dry cloth. Do not use liquid cleaners or aerosol
cleaners.

Placement: Place the TV on a stable, level surface. Avoid placing it in direct sunlight or near heat sources.
Keep out of reach of children.

Servicing: Do not attempt to service this product yourself. Refer all servicing to qualified service personnel.

Setup

Follow these steps to set up your television.

1. Attaching the TV Stand

1. Carefully place the TV face-down on a soft, clean surface to prevent screen damage.

2. Align each stand piece with the corresponding slots on the bottom of the TV.

3. Secure the stands using the provided screws. Ensure they are tightened firmly.

2. Wall Mounting (Optional)

3. Connecting External Devices

Your TV is equipped with various ports for connecting external devices.

HDMI: Connect Blu-ray players, game consoles, or set-top boxes to the HDMI ports. The TV has multiple
HDMI inputs.

USB: Connect USB storage devices to view photos, videos, or listen to music. The TV has 1 USB port.

Ethernet (LAN): Connect an Ethernet cable for a wired internet connection.

Antenna/Cable: Connect your antenna or cable TV feed for broadcast channels.

Remote Control Overview

Input/Source: Selects input sources (HDMI 1, HDMI 2, USB, TV).

Volume +/-: Adjusts the volume level.

Channel +/-: Changes TV channels.

Navigation Buttons (Up/Down/Left/Right) & OK: Navigate menus and confirm selections.

Menu: Accesses the main settings menu.

Smart TV Buttons: Dedicated buttons for popular apps like YouTube (if available on the remote).

Video. Ensure your TV is connected to the internet via Wi-Fi or Ethernet.

Maintenance

Cleaning the Screen: Gently wipe the screen with a soft, lint-free cloth. For stubborn marks, slightly dampen
the cloth with water or a specialized screen cleaner (apply to cloth, not directly to screen).

Cleaning the Cabinet: Use a soft, dry cloth to wipe the TV cabinet.

Power Cord: Regularly check the power cord for any damage. If damaged, replace it immediately with an
authorized Sharp replacement part.

Ventilation: Ensure the ventilation slots on the back of the TV remain clear of dust and obstructions.

Troubleshooting

Problem Possible Cause Solution

No power
Power cord not connected; power
outlet not active.

Ensure power cord is firmly plugged in. Check if the power
outlet is working by plugging in another device.

No picture,
but sound is
present

Incorrect input source selected;
external device not powered on or
connected.

Press the "Input" or "Source" button to select the correct
input. Check connections to external devices and ensure
they are powered on.

No sound,
but picture
is present

Volume is muted or too low;
incorrect audio output setting.

Press the "Volume +" button or unmute the TV. Check
audio settings in the menu.

Remote
control not
working

Batteries are depleted or inserted
incorrectly; obstruction between
remote and TV.

Replace batteries, ensuring correct polarity. Remove any
obstructions. Point the remote directly at the TV's IR
sensor.

Cannot
connect to
Wi-Fi

Incorrect password; router issues;
TV too far from router.

Double-check Wi-Fi password. Restart your router. Move
the TV closer to the router or use a wired Ethernet
connection.
