4. SeTuP

1. Connect the 3.5mm audio jack from the headset to your device's audio port. For devices requiring separate audio and microphone
inputs, use the included Y-splitter cable.

2. For 7.1 surround sound functionality on PC, connect the headset using the USB cable. Install the necessary drivers from the
Redragon official website. Once installed, access the '7.1 Virtual Speaker Shifter' option in the audio software to enable and
customize surround sound settings.

3. Attach the detachable microphone by aligning its connector with the port on the left earcup and pushing firmly until it clicks into
place.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

o Volume Control: Use the '+' and '-' buttons on the in-line control box to adjust the audio volume.

o Microphone Mute: Press the microphone icon button on the in-line control box to mute or unmute the microphone. A red indicator



light will typically show when muted.
e Audio Mute: Press the speaker icon button on the in-line control box to mute or unmute the headset audio.

e 7.1 Surround Sound Activation (PC Only): After connecting via USB and installing drivers, open the Redragon Audio Center
software. Navigate to the '7.1 Virtual Speaker Shifter' section and enable the feature. You can then adjust individual speaker
levels for a personalized surround sound experience.

6. MAINTENANCE

o Cleaning: Gently wipe the ear pads and headband with a soft, damp cloth. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive materials.
Ensure all ports are dry before reconnecting.

o Storage: Store the headset in the provided protective case when not in use to prevent dust accumulation and physical damage.
Avoid extreme temperatures and humidity.

o Cable Care: Handle cables gently. Avoid sharp bends or excessive pulling to prevent internal wire damage. Use the included
cable tie for neat storage.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

o No Sound/Microphone Not Working:

o Check all cable connections to ensure they are secure.
o Verify that the volume controls on the in-line box and your device are not muted or set to minimum.
o If using the detachable microphone, ensure it is fully inserted into its port.

o For PC users, check your sound settings in the operating system to ensure the Redragon H510 is selected as the default
playback and recording device.

o Distorted Sound:

o Reduce the volume on both the headset and your device.
o Ensure the audio cable is fully inserted and not damaged.

o If using 7.1 surround sound on PC, try disabling it temporarily in the Redragon Audio Center to see if the distortion persists.
e 7.1 Surround Sound Not Activating (PC Only):

o Confirm the headset is connected via USB, not just the 3.5mm jack.
o Ensure the latest drivers are installed from the official Redragon website. Reinstall drivers if necessary.

o Check the Redragon Audio Center software to ensure the '7.1 Virtual Speaker Shifter' is enabled and configured correctly.
