« Speech Bubbles: Follow the flow of dialogue within speech bubbles, typically from left to right
or top to bottom within a single panel.

« Sound Effects: Observe sound effects (onomatopoeia) integrated into the artwork, which
convey auditory elements of the story.

o Art and Text Integration: Pay attention to how the artwork complements and expands upon

the written dialogue and narration.

For new readers, understanding the context of the DC Universe may enhance the experience.
Information on previous issues or related series can often be found on the official DC Comics
website.

3. CARE AND PRESERVATION

Proper handling and storage are crucial for maintaining the condition and value of your comic book:
« Handling: Always handle the comic with clean, dry hands. Avoid bending or creasing the
cover and pages.

« Storage: Store the comic in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme
temperature fluctuations.

o Protective Sleeves: For long-term preservation, consider placing the comic in an acid-free
plastic sleeve (mylar or polypropylene) and backing it with an acid-free board.

o Avoid Moisture: Keep the comic away from liquids and high humidity, which can cause
warping, mold, or ink damage.
