1. INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW

This manual provides essential information for the safe and efficient operation, installation, and maintenance of your
Frigidaire 18-inch ADA Compact Front Control Dishwasher, Model FFBD1831UW. Please read all instructions carefully
before using the appliance.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

Your safety and the safety of others are very important. This manual contains important safety messages. Always read and
obey all safety messages.

General Safety Precautions:

o Electrical Safety: Ensure the dishwasher is properly grounded. Do not operate with a damaged power cord.
Disconnect power before servicing.

« Water Safety: Ensure water supply lines are properly connected and free from leaks. Turn off water supply if the
dishwasher will not be used for an extended period.

« Child Safety: Keep children away from the dishwasher, especially when it is operating. Do not allow children to play
inside or on the appliance.

o Sharp Objects: Load sharp items (knives, skewers) with handles up to prevent injury.
« Flammable Materials: Do not store or use flammable materials near the dishwasher.

o Proper Use: Use only detergents and rinse aids specifically designed for automatic dishwashers.

3. INSTALLATION

The Frigidaire FFBD1831UW is a built-in dishwasher. Proper installation is crucial for its performance and safety. It is
recommended that installation be performed by a qualified professional.

Installation Considerations:

« Location: Install in a standard 18-inch wide cabinet opening. Ensure adequate space for water, drain, and electrical
connections.

« Dimensions: Refer to the product dimensions for precise fitting. The dishwasher measures approximately 22.5"D x
18"W x 35"H. Adjustable legs allow for height variations.

« Water Connection: Connect to a hot water supply line. Ensure all connections are secure to prevent leaks.
« Drain Connection: Connect the drain hose to the sink drain or a dedicated air gap, following local plumbing codes.
« Electrical Connection: The dishwasher requires a 120V electrical supply. Ensure proper grounding.

« Leveling: Level the dishwasher using the adjustable feet to ensure proper door closure and operation.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Follow these steps for effective and efficient dishwashing.

Loading the Dishwasher:

o Scrape off large food particles.

Place glasses, cups, and smaller items on the upper rack.

o Place plates, bowls, and larger items on the lower rack.
« Ensure items do not block the spray arms.

« Place silverware in the basket with handles up for safety and better cleaning.

Adding Detergent and Rinse Aid:

« Add recommended dishwasher detergent to the dispenser.

« Fill the rinse aid dispenser to the indicated level for improved drying and to prevent spots.

Selecting a Cycle and Options:

The front control panel allows you to select various wash cycles and options.

« Wash Cycles: Choose from Heavy Wash, Normal Wash, 1 Hour Wash, China Crystal, Energy Saver, and Rinse
Only.
« Options: Available options include Sanitize, High Temp, Heat Dry, and Delay Start (1-24 hours).
Starting a Cycle: Press the START button to begin the selected cycle. Close the door firmly.

Control Lock: Hold the 'Delay' button for 3 seconds to activate/deactivate the control lock.

5. MaINTENANCE AND CARE

Regular maintenance ensures optimal performance and longevity of your dishwasher.

Cleaning the Interior:

« Filter Cleaning: Periodically check and clean the filter assembly at the bottom of the dishwasher to remove food
debris.

o Interior Surfaces: Wipe down the interior with a damp cloth and mild detergent if needed.

Cleaning the Exterior:

« Wipe the control panel and door exterior with a soft, damp cloth. Avoid abrasive cleaners.

Long-Term Storage:

« If storing the dishwasher for an extended period or in an unheated area, drain all water from the unit to prevent
freezing and damage.

7. SPECIFICATIONS

Solution

Ensure door is latched; Check circuit breaker; Deactivate
control lock.

Reload dishes correctly; Clean spray arm nozzles; Use
correct amount of detergent; Clean filter.

Refill rinse aid dispenser; Select Heat Dry option; Ensure
proper air circulation.

Rearrange dishes; Inspect and remove any foreign
objects.

Check drain hose connections; Inspect door gasket for
damage; Ensure not overfilling detergent/rinse aid.
