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1. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The Hitachi Beat Wash Vertical Washer Dryer BW-DV80E is designed for efficient washing and drying of laundry. It
features an 8kg washing capacity and a 4.5kg drying capacity, incorporating advanced technologies for optimal cleaning
performance and user convenience.

2. KEY FEATURES

AI Washing: Utilizes multiple sensors to detect detergent type, fabric material, soil level, and water hardness,
automatically adjusting washing cycles for effective cleaning.

Hot Water Niagara Beat Wash: Employs hot water mist to enhance detergent enzyme activity, effectively
removing yellowing and odor-causing bacteria.

Niagara Rinse: Thoroughly rinses clothes with a large volume of circulating shower water at high speed to
remove detergent residue from deep within fibers.

Auto Self-Clean: Automatically washes away dirt from unseen parts of the washing tub during each wash cycle,
suppressing mold and black mildew.

Quick Wash Course: For lightly soiled clothes (1.5kg), a wash cycle can be completed in approximately 10
minutes.

Low-Temperature Drying Course: Dries delicate items like socks at a lower temperature (approx. 65°C) to
minimize shrinkage.

Dust Mite Control Course: Heats and washes away dust mites from items like blankets.

Pollen Course: Removes pollen from clothes without washing.

3. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

3.1 Unpacking and Placement
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Carefully unpack the washer dryer. Ensure the installation area has sufficient space. The unit requires a minimum width
of 570mm and can fit into a waterproof pan with an inner depth of 540mm or more. Allow at least 10cm clearance for the
product width and 10cm for height when considering entryways and stairs.

3.2 Water and Drain Connections
Connect the water supply hose (approx. 0.8m included) to a water faucet and the washer dryer's inlet. Ensure the drain
hose is properly connected to a drain outlet. The drain hose should be positioned at least 1cm from the left/right wall and
1cm from the back wall. The height of the washing machine body from the drain port should be +10 to +20cm. If using a
waterproof pan, ensure its internal dimensions are sufficient.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Basic Operation

1. Load laundry into the tub.

2. Add detergent and fabric softener to their respective dispensers.

3. Select the desired course using the control panel.

4. Press the Start/Pause button to begin the cycle.

4.2 AI Washing
The AI Washing feature automatically optimizes the wash cycle. Sensors detect various factors like soil level and water
hardness. If the water is heavily soiled, the washing time will automatically extend to ensure thorough cleaning. Water
usage, power consumption, and operation time may vary.

4.3 Hot Water Niagara Beat Wash



This course uses hot water mist (180 minutes) to prevent yellowing and inhibit room-drying odors. Warm air and tap
water mist are applied simultaneously to clothes soaked in high-concentration detergent. This warms the clothes to
approximately 30-40°C, activating detergent enzymes to remove sebum stains that cause yellowing and bacteria
responsible for odors.

4.4 Niagara Rinse
The Niagara Rinse function ensures thorough removal of detergent. A large volume of circulating shower water and
high-speed rotation rinse detergent from deep within the fibers. This process leaves no detergent residue.

4.5 Specialized Courses

Quick Wash Course: Ideal for small loads (1.5kg) of lightly soiled clothes, completing a wash in approximately
10 minutes. For 4kg loads, it takes about 23 minutes.

Delicate Course / Fashion Course: Gently washes delicate garments at home. The Fashion Course is for up to
1.5kg, Delicate Course for up to 3kg.

Low-Temperature Drying Course: Prevents shrinkage by drying heat-sensitive items like socks at a lower
temperature (approx. 65°C).

Dust Mite Control Course: Effectively removes dust mites from items like blankets (up to 1.5kg) by heating and
washing.

Pollen Course: Removes pollen from clothes without washing, useful after returning home or drying outdoors.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Auto Self-Clean
The Auto Self-Clean function helps maintain the cleanliness of the washing tub. After rinsing, clean tap water is
showered from above to wash away dirt from the inner and outer tubs. This feature reduces bacteria and mold by 99%
in both the outer and stainless steel inner tubs. This process adds approximately 6L of water and 4 minutes to the cycle.

5.2 Lint Filter Cleaning
Regularly clean the lint filter to ensure optimal performance. The lint filter is designed for easy removal and cleaning,
allowing you to dispose of lint without touching it and rinse the filter with water.

5.3 General Cleaning
The washer dryer features a glass top design that is resistant to scratches and easy to clean. The wide opening makes
loading and unloading laundry simple, and the minimal steps around the opening facilitate easy wiping and cleaning.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If the appliance does not operate as expected, please refer to the following common issues before contacting customer
support:

No Power: Ensure the power cord is securely plugged into a working outlet. Check the circuit breaker.

Water Leakage: Verify that all water supply and drain hoses are properly connected and tightened. Check for any
damage to the hoses.

Unusual Noise/Vibration: Ensure the washer dryer is level and stable. Adjust the leveling feet if necessary.
Avoid overloading the machine.

Clothes Not Drying Completely: Check if the load size exceeds the drying capacity (4.5kg). Ensure the lint filter
is clean.

Error Codes: If an error code appears on the display, consult the full user manual for specific code meanings and



solutions.
