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1. PropucT OVERVIEW

The Pinolino Fiete Learn-Walking Wagon is a stable and thoughtfully designed aid for children learning to
walk. Constructed from solid beech wood, it features rubberized wooden wheels, steel axles, and an
adjustable braking system. The wagon provides a secure platform for your child's first steps and offers ample
storage space for toys.

« Material: Solid beech wood, pastel blue and clear lacquered.

« Dimensions: Length 61 cm, Width 36 cm, Height 48 cm.

o Handle Height: 46 cm.

o Loading Area: Base dimensions 28 x 28 cm.

o Wheels: Rubberized wooden wheels with steel axles.

o Braking System: Continuously adjustable for varying resistance.

« Recommended Age: Suitable for children from 1 year.

2. SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Please read these safety instructions carefully before assembly and use. Keep this manual for future
reference.

o Adult Supervision: Always ensure an adult supervises the child during use of the walking wagon.
Never leave a child unattended.

« Assembly: The wagon requires partial assembly. Ensure all parts are correctly and securely fastened
before allowing a child to use it.

¢ Inspection: Regularly check the wagon for any loose parts, damage, or wear. Discontinue use
immediately if any damage is found and contact customer support.

o Surface Use: Use the walking wagon on flat, level surfaces. Avoid stairs, uneven terrain, or sloped
areas to prevent tipping.

o Weight Limit: Do not overload the wagon's storage area. The wagon is designed for carrying toys, not
for a child to sit or stand in.

o Choking Hazard: Ensure no small parts become loose that could pose a choking hazard to young
children.

3. AssemBLY INSTRUCTIONS
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The Pinolino Fiete Learn-Walking Wagon requires partial assembly. Please follow these steps carefully. A
Phillips head screwdriver may be required.

1. Unpack Components: Carefully remove all parts from the packaging and verify that all components
are present according to the parts list (not provided in this manual, refer to packaging).

2. Attach Side Panels: Connect the side panels to the main body of the wagon using the provided
screws. Ensure they are aligned correctly and tightened securely.

3. Install Handle: Insert the handle bar into the designated slots on the upright wooden supports. Secure
the handle using the provided fasteners.

4. Mount Wheels and Axles: Attach the rubberized wooden wheels to the steel axles. Insert the axles
through the wheel mounts on the wagon body. Ensure the wheels spin freely but are securely
attached.

5. Install Braking System: Position the round steel brake rod with plastic end caps as indicated in the
diagram. This rod will press against the wheels to provide resistance.

6. Final Check: After assembly, ensure all screws and fasteners are tight and that the wagon is stable
and ready for use.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
The Pinolino Fiete Learn-Walking Wagon is designed to support your child's development of walking skills.

4.1 Using the Walking Wagon

o Place the child behind the wagon, allowing them to grasp the handle firmly.
o Encourage the child to push the wagon forward, providing stability as they take steps.

o The large loading area (28 x 28 cm) can be used to carry toys, adding a slight weight that can further
enhance stability for some children.

4.2 Adjusting the Braking System

The integrated braking system allows you to adjust the resistance of the wheels, which is crucial for children
who are just beginning to walk. A higher resistance prevents the wagon from rolling too quickly, offering
more support and control.

o Locate the round steel brake rod with plastic end caps, typically positioned near the rear wheels.

o The braking effect can be adjusted continuously and without tools. Turn the adjustment mechanism
(usually a knob or screw on the brake rod) to increase or decrease the pressure applied to the wheels.

« For beginners: Set the brake to a higher resistance to slow down the wagon's movement, providing
maximum stability.

o As skills improve: Gradually reduce the resistance as your child gains confidence and control.

o Always test the brake adjustment before allowing the child to use the wagon.

5. CaARe AND MAINTENANCE

Proper care and maintenance will ensure the longevity and safety of your Pinolino Fiete Learn-Walking
Wagon.

Cleaning: Wipe the wooden surfaces with a damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or harsh
chemicals, as these can damage the finish. Dry immediately with a soft cloth.

Inspection: Periodically check all screws, bolts, and connections to ensure they are tight. Retighten if
necessary.

Storage: Store the wagon in a dry place, away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures, to
prevent warping or damage to the wood.

Wheels: Ensure the wheels are free of debris and roll smoothly. Clean any hair or lint that may
accumulate around the axles.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter any issues with your walking wagon, refer to the following common solutions:

« Wagon does not roll smoothly:
Check the wheels for any obstructions (e.g., hair, lint). Ensure the axles are properly seated and not
bent. Verify that the brake is not set too tightly.

Wagon feels unstable or wobbly:
Check all assembly screws and fasteners. Tighten any loose connections. Ensure the wagon is used
on a flat, level surface.

Brake not effective or too strong:
Adjust the braking system as described in Section 4.2. Ensure the brake rod is correctly positioned and
making contact with the wheels.



« Missing or damaged parts:

Do not attempt to use the wagon with missing or damaged parts. Contact Pinolino customer support for

replacement parts or assistance.
