4. SETuUP AND CONNECTION

The Eyoyo barcode scanner supports three primary connection modes:

4.1. USB Wired Mode

This mode provides a direct and stable connection, ideal for desktop use or when wireless connectivity is not required.

1. Connect the scanner to your computer using the provided USB cable.
2. The scanner will be recognized as a keyboard input device.

3. No additional drivers are typically required.

4.2. 2.4G Wireless Mode
For wireless operation with devices that support USB ports, such as PCs or laptops.

1. Insert the 2.4G USB dongle into an available USB port on your computer.
2. Turn on the barcode scanner. It should automatically pair with the dongle.

3. A successful connection is usually indicated by a specific sound or LED indicator on the scanner.



4.3. Bluetooth Mode
Connect wirelessly to Bluetooth-enabled devices like smartphones, tablets, or laptops.

1. Ensure the scanner is powered on and in Bluetooth pairing mode (refer to the scanner's LED indicator for status).
2. On your device (smartphone, tablet, PC), go to Bluetooth settings and search for available devices.
3. Select the Eyoyo scanner from the list (it may appear as "Eyoyo Barcode Scanner” or similar).

4. Confirm the pairing. Once connected, the scanner is ready for use.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1. Basic Scanning

To scan a barcode, point the scanner's light beam at the barcode and press the trigger button. A successful scan is



typically indicated by a beep and/or vibration.

The scanner is designed to read various 1D barcode types, including those that are damaged, distorted, colorful, or
reflective.

5.3. Transmission Distance

The scanner offers impressive transmission ranges depending on the connection mode and environment:

e 2.4G Wireless Mode: Up to 30m (98ft) in barrier-free environments; up to 15m (49ft) with obstacles.

o Bluetooth Mode: Up to 50m (164ft) in barrier-free environments; up to 20m (66ft) with obstacles.

5.4. Storage Mode (Offline Scanning)

When out of range or not connected, the scanner can store barcodes internally. It has a 16MB capacity, capable of storing
over 100,000 barcodes.
To switch to storage mode or upload stored data, refer to the detailed instructions in the physical user manual.

6. MAINTENANCE

6.1. Battery Charging
The scanner is equipped with a 650mAh rechargeable Lithium lon battery. To charge:

1. Connect the scanner to a USB power source (computer USB port or USB wall adapter) using the provided USB
charging cable.

2. The charging indicator light will show the charging status.



3. Afull charge takes approximately 2 hours and provides up to 5 hours of continuous scanning time or 30 days of
standby time.

6.2. Cleaning

To maintain optimal performance, keep the scanner's scanning window clean. Use a soft, lint-free cloth. Do not use
abrasive cleaners or immerse the device in liquids.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your Eyoyo barcode scanner, please refer to the following common solutions:

« Scanner not powering on: Ensure the battery is charged. Connect the scanner to a power source using the USB
cable.



» Scanner not connecting:

o USB Wired: Check the USB cable connection and try a different USB port.

o 2.4G Wireless: Ensure the USB dongle is securely inserted and try re-pairing by scanning the pairing barcode
(if applicable, refer to manual).

o Bluetooth: Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on your host device, the scanner is in pairing mode, and try re-pairing
from your device's Bluetooth settings.

» Scanner not reading barcodes:

o Ensure the barcode is 1D. This scanner does not support 2D barcodes.
o Check if the barcode is clear and not excessively damaged or smudged.
o Ensure sufficient lighting.

o Verify the scanner's settings (e.g., if a specific symbology is disabled).
« No sound/vibration feedback: Check the sound/vibration settings as described in Section 5.2.
