1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides detailed instructions for the installation and maintenance of the UpStart Components
WE1M504 Dryer Front Drum Slide Replacement. These slides are crucial components that support the front of
your dryer's drum, allowing it to tumble smoothly. Over time, original slides can wear down, leading to noise or
inefficient drying. This 4-pack replacement kit is designed to restore your dryer's proper function.

Note: This is an UpStart Components Brand replacement part, not an OEM (Original Equipment Manufacturer)
product. It is designed for compatibility with various General Electric dryer models, including GFDN110ELOWW,
and other models using WE1M504, AP3206716, TIDE504, TUWE1M333, 963512, AH755842, DE775, EA755842,
ERWE1M333, PS755842, TIDE775, WE01M0333, WE1M333 part numbers.

2. SAFeTY PRECAUTIONS

Before beginning any repair or maintenance on your dryer, it is imperative to follow these safety guidelines to
prevent personal injury or damage to the appliance:

« Disconnect Power: Always unplug the dryer from its electrical outlet or turn off the circuit breaker supplying
power to the dryer before starting any work.

« Gas Dryers: If you have a gas dryer, also turn off the gas supply valve to the appliance.

« Wear Protective Gear: Consider wearing gloves to protect your hands from sharp edges and safety
glasses to protect your eyes.

« Proper Tools: Use the correct tools for each step to avoid stripping screws or damaging components.
« Ventilation: Ensure adequate ventilation if working with cleaning agents or lubricants.

« Professional Assistance: If you are unsure about any step or uncomfortable performing the repair, consult
a qualified appliance technician.

While specific tools may vary slightly by dryer model, the following are commonly needed for this repair:

o Nut drivers (typically 1/4", 5/16", 1/2")
o Phillips head screwdriver

o Flathead screwdriver

o Pliers

o Work gloves

5. INsTALLATION GUIDE



This section outlines the general steps for replacing the front drum slides. Specific disassembly procedures may

vary depending on your dryer model. It is recommended to consult your dryer's service manual or an online repair

guide specific to your model for detailed disassembly instructions.

5.1. Preparation

Disconnect Power: Unplug the dryer from the wall outlet. For gas dryers, also turn off the gas supply.
Move Dryer: Pull the dryer away from the wall to allow access to the rear and sides.

Remove Vent Hose: Disconnect the exhaust vent hose from the back of the dryer.

5.2. Disassembly (Accessing Drum Slides)

The front drum slides are typically located behind the front panel of the dryer. Access usually involves:

1.

Remove Top Panel: Locate and remove the screws securing the top panel (often at the rear or under the
lint trap). Slide the top panel off.

. Remove Control Panel (if necessary): Some models require removing or tilting the control panel to access

screws for the front panel.

. Disconnect Door Switch Wires: Carefully disconnect the wires leading to the door switch, usually located

near the top of the front panel.

. Remove Front Panel: Remove the screws securing the front panel to the dryer frame. Carefully lift and

remove the front panel.

. Access Drum: With the front panel removed, the dryer drum will be exposed. The front drum slides are

typically attached to the front bulkhead (the stationary panel that the drum rotates against).

5.3. Replacing the Drum Slides

1.

Identify Old Slides: Locate the worn-out drum slides. There are usually two on the top and two on the
bottom of the front bulkhead. They are often white or off-white plastic pieces.

. Remove OlId Slides: The slides are typically held in place by a single screw or a plastic tab. Remove the

screw or carefully pry the tab to release the old slide. Note their orientation before removal.

. Clean Area: While the area is accessible, clean any lint or debris from the bulkhead and around the drum.

. Install New Slides: Take a new UpStart Components WE1M504 slide. Align it with the mounting hole(s) on

the front bulkhead and secure it with the screw or by snapping it into place. Ensure it is seated firmly and
correctly oriented.

Repeat for all Slides: Replace all four drum slides, ensuring each is properly installed.



5.4. Reassembly

1. Reattach Front Panel: Carefully position the front panel back onto the dryer frame, ensuring the drum is
properly seated within the new slides. Secure with screws.

Reconnect Door Switch Wires: Reconnect the wires to the door switch.
Reinstall Control Panel (if removed).
Reinstall Top Panel: Place the top panel back on the dryer and secure it with its screws.

Reconnect Vent Hose: Reattach the exhaust vent hose to the back of the dryer.
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Return Dryer to Position: Carefully push the dryer back into its original position.

6. OPERATING AND TESTING

After installation, perform a test run to ensure proper function:

1. Restore Power: Plug the dryer back into the electrical outlet. For gas dryers, turn the gas supply back on.

2. Run a Cycle: Start a short, empty drying cycle. Listen for any unusual noises (squealing, grinding) and
observe if the drum tumbles smoothly.

3. Check for Heat: Ensure the dryer is heating properly.

If the dryer operates quietly and the drum spins freely, the installation was successful.

7. MaINTENANCE TIPS

To extend the life of your dryer and its components:

« Regular Cleaning: Periodically clean the lint trap after every load and the dryer vent system at least once a
year to prevent blockages and reduce strain on the motor and drum.

« Inspect Slides: If you notice new noises or reduced tumbling efficiency, inspect the drum slides for wear.
Replacement is recommended when they show significant signs of wear.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING CoMMON ISSUEs

If you encounter issues after replacing the drum slides, consider the following:
+ Squealing or Grinding Noise:

o Ensure all four slides are correctly installed and seated.
o Check if the drum is properly aligned and not rubbing against other components.

o Inspect other common wear parts like the idler pulley or drum rollers, which can also cause similar
noises.

o Drum Not Tumbling:

o Verify the drive belt is intact and properly tensioned around the drum and motor pulley.

o Ensure the motor is functioning.
+ No Power:

o Check if the dryer is fully plugged in.
o Verify the circuit breaker has not tripped.

o Ensure the door is fully closed and the door switch is engaged.
