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1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential information for the safe and efficient operation, installation, and maintenance of your
CAMIPRO 1.5 Ton Split Air Conditioner Indoor Unit. Please read this manual thoroughly before using the appliance and
retain it for future reference. This unit is designed to provide comfortable cooling for residential applications.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

Always follow basic safety precautions when using electrical appliances to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, and injury
to persons.

Professional Installation: Installation and maintenance must be performed by qualified service personnel.

Power Supply: Ensure the power supply matches the unit's specifications. Do not use damaged power cords or
plugs.

Ventilation: Do not block the air inlet or outlet of the unit.

Water Exposure: Do not expose the indoor unit to direct water spray.

Children: Keep children away from the unit and remote control.

Cleaning: Disconnect power before cleaning or performing any maintenance.

3. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The CAMIPRO Split Air Conditioner Indoor Unit is designed for efficient cooling. This unit works in conjunction with an
outdoor unit (not included) to provide air conditioning.

The indoor unit typically consists of an air filter, evaporator coil, fan, and control panel. It draws in warm room air, cools it,
and then circulates the cooled air back into the room.

4. SETUP

4.1. Installation

The installation of the CAMIPRO Split AC Indoor Unit requires specialized knowledge and tools. It is strongly
recommended that installation be performed by a certified HVAC technician. Improper installation can lead to reduced
performance, damage to the unit, or safety hazards.

Location: Choose a location that allows for optimal air circulation and is away from direct sunlight or heat sources.
Ensure sufficient space around the unit for maintenance.

Mounting: The indoor unit must be securely mounted on a wall capable of supporting its weight.

Refrigerant Piping: Connect the refrigerant lines from the indoor unit to the outdoor unit (not included) according to
manufacturer specifications. This step requires vacuuming and charging the system.

Drainage: Ensure proper drainage for condensate water to prevent leaks and water damage.

4.2. Electrical Connection

Connect the indoor unit to a dedicated power circuit as specified in the electrical requirements section of this manual and
by local electrical codes. Ensure all wiring is secure and properly grounded.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Your CAMIPRO AC Indoor Unit is controlled via a remote control (typically included with the full AC system). The following
are general operating instructions.

5.1. Remote Control Functions

While specific buttons may vary, most AC remote controls include:

Power Button: Turns the unit ON or OFF.

Mode Button: Cycles through operating modes (Cool, Fan, Dry, Auto).

Temperature Adjustment: Up/Down arrows to set desired temperature.

Fan Speed: Adjusts fan speed (Low, Medium, High, Auto).

Swing Button: Controls the louver movement for air direction.

Timer Button: Sets ON/OFF timers.

5.2. Basic Operation

1. Turn On: Press the Power button on the remote control.

2. Select Mode: Press the Mode button until "Cool" mode is selected for cooling.

3. Set Temperature: Use the Up/Down arrows to set your desired room temperature. A common comfortable range is
22-26°C (72-79°F).



4. Adjust Fan Speed: Press the Fan Speed button to select your preferred airflow.

5. Turn Off: Press the Power button again to turn off the unit.

6. MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures optimal performance and extends the lifespan of your AC unit. Always disconnect power
before performing any maintenance.

6.1. Air Filter Cleaning

Clean the air filters every two weeks or more frequently if the unit is used heavily or in dusty environments.

1. Open the front panel of the indoor unit.

2. Remove the air filters.

3. Wash the filters with lukewarm water and a mild detergent. Rinse thoroughly.

4. Allow filters to dry completely in a shaded area before reinstalling. Do not expose to direct sunlight.

5. Reinstall the dry filters and close the front panel.

6.2. Exterior Cleaning

Wipe the exterior of the indoor unit with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use harsh chemicals, abrasive cleaners, or solvents, as
these can damage the surface.

6.3. Professional Servicing

It is recommended to have a qualified technician inspect and service your AC unit annually. This includes checking
refrigerant levels, cleaning coils, and inspecting electrical connections.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Before contacting service, review the following common issues and solutions.

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Unit does not
start

No power; Remote control batteries low;
Circuit breaker tripped.

Check power supply; Replace remote batteries; Reset
circuit breaker.

Insufficient
cooling

Dirty air filter; Temperature setting too high;
Doors/windows open; Outdoor unit issues.

Clean air filter; Lower temperature setting; Close
doors/windows; Consult outdoor unit manual or
technician.

Unusual noise
Loose parts; Obstruction in fan; Unit not
level.

Check for loose components; Remove obstructions;
Ensure unit is level. If noise persists, contact service.

Water leakage
from indoor
unit

Clogged drain pipe; Improper installation.
Clear drain pipe obstruction; Contact a qualified
technician for inspection.

If the problem persists after attempting these solutions, please contact a qualified service technician.
