2. ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

2. Identify and separate hardware.

3. Assemble the frame components for each table (legs, stretchers) as per the diagrams.

4. Attach the table tops securely.

5. Tighten all fasteners once assembly is complete, but avoid over-tightening.

6. Place the assembled tables in their desired locations.

Spills: Promptly clean up spills to prevent staining or damage to the engineered wood.

Heat and Moisture: Use coasters under hot or wet items to protect the table surfaces.

Sunlight: Avoid prolonged exposure to direct sunlight to prevent fading or discoloration.

Movement: When moving the tables, lift them rather than dragging to prevent damage to the legs and
joints.

4. TROUBLESHOOTING

Scratches/Dents: For minor surface imperfections, touch-up pens or furniture repair kits matching the
Summer Oak finish may be used.

Discoloration: Ensure the tables are not exposed to excessive direct sunlight or harsh chemicals.
