3. SETUP

3.1 Assembly

1. Attach the Extension Pipe: Insert the extension pipe into the main body of the vacuum until it clicks securely.



2. Attach the Cleaning Head: Connect your desired cleaning head (e.g., Turbo Action Brush) to the end of the
extension pipe.

3. Install the Battery: Slide the Lithium-lon battery into the designated slot on the main body until it locks into
place.

3.2 Charging

The Samsung Jet 70 Pet features a convenient 2-in-1 charging station that can be mounted on a wall or used as a
freestanding unit.

1. Mounting (Optional): Secure the charging station to a wall using appropriate hardware (not included) in a
location near a power outlet.

2. Placing the Vacuum: Place the assembled vacuum onto the charging station. Ensure the charging contacts
align.

3. Charging Indicator: The battery indicator lights on the vacuum will illuminate to show charging status. A full
charge typically takes approximately 3.5 hours.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Powering On/Off

Press the power button located on the handle to turn the vacuum on or off.

4.2 Adjusting Suction Power
The vacuum offers multiple power levels to suit different cleaning needs:

o Minimum (Min): Ideal for light cleaning and extending battery life.
o Mid: Standard power for everyday cleaning on various surfaces.

o Max: Provides maximum suction (up to 150 Air Watts) for deep cleaning on carpets or heavily soiled areas.

Use the '+' and '-' buttons on the handle to cycle through the power settings.

4.3 Cleaning Different Surfaces

The Turbo Action Brush is suitable for hard floors, tiles, and carpets. For optimal performance:



o Hard Floors/Tiles: Use Mid or Max power for effective dust and debris pickup.

o Carpets/Rugs: Max power is recommended for deeper cleaning. The brush is designed to prevent tangles
from hair.

4.4 Using Attachments

The vacuum can be converted into a handheld unit by detaching the extension pipe. Various tools are included for
specialized cleaning:

+ Long-Reach Crevice Tool: For narrow gaps, corners, and hard-to-reach areas.

« Combination Tool: Features a brush and a wide nozzle for versatile cleaning of upholstery, shelves, and
delicate surfaces.

o Mini Motorized Tool: Specifically designed for pet hair and fine dust on upholstery, stairs, and car interiors.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Emptying the Dustbin



Regularly empty the 0.8-liter dustbin to maintain optimal suction power. The Jet Cyclone technology helps prevent
dirt buildup on the filter.

1. Detach Dustbin: Press the release button to detach the dustbin from the main body.
2. Empty Contents: Open the dustbin lid and empty the collected debris into a trash receptacle.

3. Reattach Dustbin: Securely reattach the dustbin to the vacuum.

5.2 Cleaning Filters

The 5-layer filtration system includes washable components to ensure efficient air purification.

o Main Cyclone & Metal Mesh Grille Filter: These separate large and medium-sized dust particles. Clean as
needed by tapping out debris.

« Washable Microfilter: This filter captures fine dust. It is dishwasher safe for convenient cleaning. Ensure it is
completely dry before reinserting.

o Ultra Fine Dust Filter: Prevents emission of 99.999% of microdust. Clean by tapping out debris.
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Mount the vacuum on the wall orin a
closet to maximize space.

5.3 Brush Head Maintenance

The Turbo Action Brush is designed to be tangle-free. Periodically check the brush head for any entangled hair or
debris and remove it manually if necessary.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your Samsung Jet 70 Pet Cordless Stick Vacuum, refer to the following common
solutions:

« No Power:

o Ensure the battery is fully charged and correctly inserted.

o Check if the charging station is properly connected to a power outlet.
¢ Reduced Suction:

o Empty the dustbin if it is full.
o Clean all filters (Main Cyclone, Metal Mesh Grille, Washable Microfilter, Ultra Fine Dust Filter).



o Check the extension pipe and cleaning head for blockages.
o Brush Head Not Rotating:

o Ensure the brush head is securely attached.

o Remove any hair or debris tangled around the brush roller.
o Short Battery Life:

o Battery life is shorter on Max power setting. Use lower settings for longer runtime.

o Ensure the battery is fully charged before use.
