1. INTRODUCTION

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

To ensure safe operation, please observe the following precautions:

o Do not immerse the fan in water or any other liquid.

o Keep fingers, hair, and loose clothing away from the fan blades during operation.

« Do not attempt to disassemble or modify the fan.

o Use only the specified type and number of batteries. Ensure correct polarity when inserting batteries.
+ Remove batteries if the fan will not be used for an extended period.

o Keep out of reach of small children. This is not a toy.

» Avoid dropping the fan or subjecting it to strong impacts.

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4. ProbucTt OVERVIEW

The My Melody Handy Fan is a portable, battery-powered personal fan featuring a charming My Melody
design. It is designed for convenient cooling on the go.

Components:

o Fan Blades: Three soft, safe blades for airflow.

o Fan Head: Encloses the blades, featuring My Melody's ears and a bow.
o Handle: Ergonomic grip for handheld use.

« Power Button: Located on the handle for operation.

« Battery Compartment: Located on the back of the handle.

¢ Neck Strap Attachment Point: For securing the neck strap.

5. SETUP

5.1 Battery Installation
The fan requires appropriate batteries (not included) for operation.

1. Locate the battery compartment cover on the back of the fan handle.
2. Gently slide or unclip the cover to open the compartment.

3. Insert the batteries, ensuring correct polarity (+ and - terminals match the markings inside the
compartment).

4. Replace the battery compartment cover, ensuring it clicks securely into place.

5.2 Attaching the Neck Strap

The included neck strap allows for hands-free portability.

1. Locate the small loop or attachment point at the top of the fan handle.
2. Thread the thin loop end of the neck strap through this attachment point.

3. Pass the larger end of the neck strap through the small loop you just created and pull gently to
secure.

4. Adjust the strap length for comfortable wearing around your neck.

6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

6.1 Powering On/Off



The fan features a simple touch-sensitive or press-button control for operation.

1. To turn the fan ON, press the power button located on the handle.

2. To turn the fan OFF, press the power button again.

6.2 Speed Settings

This fan operates at a single power level, providing consistent airflow when turned on.

7. MAINTENANCE

7.1 Cleaning

o Ensure the fan is turned off and batteries are removed before cleaning.
« Wipe the exterior of the fan with a soft, dry cloth.
o Do not use abrasive cleaners, solvents, or harsh chemicals.

o Do not allow water to enter the fan's internal components.

7.2 Storage

o Store the fan in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.

o If storing for an extended period, remove the batteries to prevent leakage.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

Weak or no airflow. Low battery power. Replace batteries with fresh ones.
