The Garmin tactix Delta Solar with Ballistics is a specialized tactical GPS smartwatch designed for demanding
environments. It features a solar charging lens to extend battery life, is built to military standards (MIL-STD-
810), and includes advanced tactical functions, mapping, music, and comprehensive training features. This
manual provides essential information for setting up, operating, maintaining, and troubleshooting your device.

3. Setup
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3.1 Initial Charging and Power On

Before first use, connect your tactix Delta Solar watch to the charging/data cable and plug it into a USB power
source. The watch will automatically power on once connected. The solar charging lens also contributes to
battery life when exposed to sunlight.

Monitor your fitness and health with features such as enhanced wrist heart rate estimation and Pulse Ox
sensing (note: this is not a medical device and is not intended for diagnosis or monitoring of any medical
condition).

When paired with a compatible smartphone, receive smart notifications directly on your wrist. The watch also
supports Garmin Pay for contactless payments (availability may vary by country and payment network) and
music storage/playback.

5. Maintenance

5.1 Cleaning the Device

Regularly clean your watch to ensure optimal performance and longevity. Use a soft, damp cloth to wipe the
watch body and bands. Avoid harsh chemicals or abrasive materials that could damage the device or its
sensors. Rinse the watch with fresh water after exposure to chlorine, saltwater, sunscreen, cosmetics, alcohol,
or other harsh chemicals.

5.2 Battery Care

To maximize battery life, ensure the solar charging lens is exposed to direct sunlight whenever possible. Avoid
extreme temperatures, which can degrade battery performance. Store the device in a cool, dry place when not
in use for extended periods.

6. Troubleshooting

6.1 Device Not Responding

If the device is unresponsive, try restarting it by holding down the LIGHT button until the screen turns off. If the
issue persists, ensure the device is charged. Connect it to the charging cable and a power source.

6.2 GPS Inaccuracy

Ensure you have a clear view of the sky when using GPS features. Syncing your device with the Garmin
Connect app regularly can help update satellite data, improving GPS accuracy. If issues persist, try performing
a soft reset.

6.3 Connectivity Issues

If you experience problems with Bluetooth connectivity, ensure your smartphone's Bluetooth is enabled and
the watch is within range. Try unpairing and re-pairing the device through the Garmin Connect app. For Wi-Fi
issues, verify your network credentials and signal strength.
