1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential information for the proper use, installation, and maintenance of your MaximalPower

Replacement HEPA Filter, designed for Blueair 400 Series Air Purifiers.
This filter is compatible with Blueair Classic Air Purifier Models: 400PF, 401, 401PF, 410B, 402, 403, 405, 410, 450E,

455, and 455EB.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

Please read all safety instructions carefully before handling or installing the filter.

+ Remove Filter from Plastic Bag: Always remove the filter from its plastic packaging completely before installation
and use.

o Destroy Bag Completely: After removing the filter, destroy the plastic bag immediately.

« Keep Out of Reach of Children: The plastic bag and filter should be kept away from children to prevent suffocation
or other hazards.

o Check for Arcing/Sparking: In rare cases, some replacement filters with metal mesh may cause arcing or sparking
if the mesh is too close to internal components of the air purifier. If you observe any clicking sounds or sparking,
immediately turn off and unplug your air purifier and contact customer support. Do not continue to use the filter if
arcing occurs.

3. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

The MaximalPower Replacement HEPA Filter is designed for easy installation without the need for special tools.

Ensure your Blueair 400 Series Air Purifier is turned off and unplugged from the power outlet.

Locate the filter compartment on your air purifier. Refer to your air purifier's original manual for specific instructions
on opening the compartment.

. Carefully remove the old filter from the air purifier. Dispose of the old filter according to local regulations.

Unpack the new MaximalPower HEPA filter, ensuring all plastic packaging is removed.

. ldentify the side of the filter marked "This side must face front" or similar text. This side typically has a pleated paper

appearance, while the opposite side has an aluminum mesh.

Insert the new filter into the air purifier's filter slot, making sure the side with the text "This side must face front" is
facing outwards, as indicated by the air purifier's design.



7. Close the filter compartment securely.
8. Plug your air purifier back into the power outlet and turn it on. Reset the filter indicator light if your model has one.

4. OPERATING WITH THE FILTER

Once installed, the MaximalPower HEPA filter will immediately begin to purify the air. This filter is designed to trap
99.97% of particles greater than 0.3 microns, including dirt, dust, pollen, pet dander, allergens, and spores.

5. MAINTENANCE

Regular filter replacement is crucial for maintaining the efficiency of your air purifier and ensuring clean air quality.

+ Replacement Frequency: This filter generally lasts for 4-6 months under normal usage conditions.

« Indicator Light: Your Blueair air purifier model may have a filter indicator light that signals when a replacement is
needed. Follow your air purifier's instructions for resetting this light after replacement.

« Environmental Factors: In environments with higher levels of pollutants, pet dander, or frequent use, the filter may
need to be replaced more frequently than every 6 months.

« Cleaning: The HEPA filter is not washable and should not be cleaned. Attempting to clean the filter can damage its
filtration media and reduce its effectiveness.
